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SPAYING OR NEUTERING IS SUCH A CRITICAL PART OF PET OWNERSHIP ....... Every
year tens of thousands of unwanted pets are euthanized—and many of those are Kittens or puppies
that never had a chance at life. It is so much Kinder to prevent their birth in the first place! Itis
possible to create a world of “a home for every pet” but only if spay or neuter becomes the absolute
norm and is strictly adhered to by EVERY pet owner .....
