Guidelines 
· Be a registered Girl Scout Cadette or above.
· Align trip purpose to Girl Scout Leadership Experience.
· Travel as a group.
· Make sure there are at least two adults (see the Adult-Girl Ratio chart)
· Obtain your Girl Scout Council’s Approval and adhere to Council’s safety standards
· Submit all of the required forms to your Council
· Create a trip timeline 
Guide Girls by asking:
· Where are we going?
· Why are we going?
· How will we get there?
· How much will it cost?
· How can we get ready?
· Will everyone be able to go?
· What safety factors must we consider?
· What will we do when we get there?
· What will we do when we return home?
