I am writing to oppose the proposed rezoning for the Apex Data Storage Facility at 4232 Shearon Harris Road, New Hill, NC. Please take my concerns seriously—this message is not a form letter but a genuine reflection of my opposition.
I, [Name], resident of Apex/Wake County, oppose this rezoning for the following reasons:
· Incompatible with Apex’s vision: The Apex 2045 Plan does not reflect the thousands of new residents added by 11 neighborhoods now within 2 miles of the site. This is no longer rural farmland.
· Future density and costs: Data centers often lead to more industrial projects and power grid upgrades. Under NC Senate Bill 266, those costs fall on residents, not corporations.
· Developer practices: Natelli Investments profits by rezoning land and selling to big tech companies (e.g., Amazon, Microsoft) without long-term accountability. Their renderings are non-binding.
· Lack of transparency: No clear evidence that Duke Energy has confirmed power capacity or engaged openly with the community.
· Impact on residents:
· Strain on electricity supply and rising energy prices, borne by residents.
· Very few permanent jobs beyond construction.
· Noise pollution despite promised limits.
· Safety concerns from proximity to a wastewater facility and nuclear power plant.
· Added traffic on already stressed roads.
· Community opposition: Over 5,000 residents live within 2 miles. This is a residential area near schools, not an appropriate site for heavy industry.
· Better alternatives exist: Other sites, like Moncure, are already zoned and marketed for data centers.
This project is not responsible growth. We need ordinances tailored for data centers to ensure proper planning and protection of our community.
