EIA’s
investigations in Madagascar led to the first criminal case for the amended U.S. Lacey Act, a ban on trade in illegal wood.
Anne has a bachelor’s degree in biology from Oberlin College and a master’s degree of Environmental Science and Man-
agement from the Bren School at UC Santa Barbara. Having non—proﬁt, public, and private sector experience, Anne
brings a unique set of skills to the team at ECOLIFE. In her free time she enjoys making cakes, taking her dog to the
beach, crossfit, and playing guitar.
