10‌th‌‌ ‌of‌ ‌the‌ ‌month,‌ ‌your‌ ‌child‌ ‌will‌ ‌need‌ ‌to‌ ‌stay‌ ‌home‌ ‌until‌ ‌the‌ ‌tuition‌ ‌is‌ ‌paid.‌  ‌The‌ ‌reason‌ ‌for‌ ‌this‌ ‌strict‌‌
