A few years ago, Ms. Bakeman had a ser
ious cancer operation but has come back
strong. She keeps busy doing many things for
the community.

She is a past president of the Friends
of the Gilman Library and a member of the Al—
ton Calendar Committee, Alton School Task
Force for the Building Addition, Alton School
Task Force for Drug and Alcohol Abuse, East
Alton Fire Association, and Alton Meeting
House Committee.

She plays cello each week with a chamber
music group in Meredith and is the secretary
of the Friends of Music in Wolf eboro. She is
a poetess and belongs to the Poetry Society
of New Hampshire.

TIMBER TAX LAW CHANGES
Changes in the New Hampshire Timber Tax

Law will affect those planning to have cord—
wood or timber cut from their land after
April 1, 1986.

Landowners must file an “Intent to Cut1’
form with the town and pay the timber tax for
stumpage harvested from their land. Loggers
and timber buyers no longer file this form.

Penalty for failure to file the form or
misrepresenting the volume cut has been in
creased to a misdemeanor.

Exempt from the timber tax is wood har
vested for personal use up to 20 cords and
10,000 board feet per year. An “Intent to
Cut” form must be filed for harvests over
these amounts.
