Built on a high point of the old road

from Farmington to Wolfeboro with fields and
low growth as -far as the eye could see, the
Eastlton Meeting House at Gilmans Corner

with its tower and weathervane was a guiding
beacon for catains of lake steamboats as
they moved from Center Harbor to ilton Bay.

o also was it a beacon for many a religious
soul in the nineteenth century. ccording to
historical records, the Meeting House was
built between 1803 and 1820 under the reli—
gious impetus c-f the Reverend Benjamin Ran—
dali of New Durham, the founder o-f the Free
Will Baptists of merica. Membership of 300
at its peak of activity dwindled and the
last formal service under a regular engaged

minister has held in 1883.
Through the efforts of community volun—

teers, the building has been repaired and
refurbished and s now the property of the
East Alton Meeting HOUSe Society, a non—sec—

terian group whose objectives are to provide
-for maintenance and care of the building, to
see that the building is open to residents
and visitors, and to ensure its use for var—
jOLtS religious and community activities.

On September 10, 1978,a special service

commemorated the listing c-f the East Al ton

Meeting House on the National Register of
Historic Places.
