Boston and Maine Railroad in Alton Bay
during 1871-72 and was the largest steamer
on the lake. It had a 42 foot beam, a 12
foot draft and was 178 feet in length. Her
top speed was 17 miles per hour. The captain
was Fred Wiggins. On July 4, 1872, the boat
made its maiden voyage stopping at Meredith,
Center Harbor, Long Island and Wol+febaro
before returning to its home port of Alton
Bay.

DID YOU ENOW THAT. ca = = -
the first public library in Alton was opened
on December 31, 1892, in temporary quarters
over the drugstore of Labon G. Welch. The
library was moved to permanent headquarters
in the Town Hall on June 6, 1896.
