Fire is an excellent analogy
to compare faith to. Fire purifies. When your faith goes through the fires of affliction it is purified. Can your faith withstand
persecution? Can your faith withstand financial hardships? Can your faith withstand Satanic attacks? Many Christians have
a faith like bacon which shrinks when it is put in the pan. Will your faith shrink under problems and pressure? There is a song
entitled, O For A Faith That Will Not Shrink which goes like this:

O for a faith that will not shrink Tho pressed by many foe,

That will not tremble on the brink of any earthly woe;

That will not murmur nor complain Beneath the chastening rod,

But in the hour of grief or pain Will lean upon its God;
