INTRODUCTION 

   God in his infinite wisdom created signs and seasons to give us hints as to what will take place in the 
future. He does this so we will not be caught off guard concerning his purposes and plans. My grandfather 
use to say, “Prepare for war in the time of peace.” When he spoke those words, I did not quite understand 
what he meant. However, I did take notice of the word, “prepare.” Preparation is necessary for everything 
we do in life. The Bible tells us in many places that the world as we know it, will one day come to an end. 
Jesus will come and set up his eternal kingdom and reign forever.  

We can look all around us and see the devastation and destruction on every hand and know that this 
world cannot last forever. We are presently amid a worldwide pandemic called -Covid 19. Millions are 
dying. Violence and upheaval is all over the globe. Earthquakes, fires, tornadoes, floods, are regular 
occurrences.  If an elephant was in your room you would not need to ask anyone what is that? Unless you 
did not know what an elephant is. In other words, some things are so obvious that you can see them and 
know right away what it is.  

During the three and a half years of  his public ministry, Jesus said much about his coming and the end of 
the age.

A. Wars and rumours of wars

D. Nation against nation- kingdom against kingdom (Happening now)
