Jesus didn’t simply go through the motions during his Baptism. It was a very meaningful
experience for Jesus. His Baptism represented Jesus’ acceptance of his calling, his ministry,
his appearance to the wider public as Son of God. It was a moment where there was no

turning back, the point of no return.

Conversion means “turning toward” something. Well, Jesus with his Baptism, where he
experienced the anointing of the Spirit, a mystical experience that marked his life, turns
toward his mission in the world, his ministry to the world, his message of love for the world.
It was a turn to the work at hand, the work of the Father. It was a turn where there was no
turning back.

What about our own epiphanies? What about our own insights into the truth of Love,
changing our hearts and minds? What about our own conversions, our own deep experiences
of God, our own heart-turning toward God?

We often dismiss the reality of conversion, of heart-transformation, of turning toward God, of
a heart-decision to truly see Jesus and truly internalize his life and teaching and follow the
Way of Love he taught and lived and died for. We also dismiss the reality of experiencing
God as we sit and commune with him in prayer and sense the indwelling of the Spirit.

I hope as Epiphany transitions into the sacred season of Lent, you take some quiet time

during your days to reflect on all it means to love God and love neighbor which in essence
defines the Christian life.
