Altering the trigger, mechanical components,
safety mechanisms, or using any other products other those provided in the original
box is NOT RECOMMENDED by the manufacturer, and could result death, bodily
harm, or compromising your safety or the safety of others. Any alteration
made to the firearm also voids the factory warranty.

2) PROPER CARE ANDMAINTENANCE

It is essential that regular maintenance and cleaning be performed to maintain the
accuracy, function, and maximize the longevity of your firearm. Before cleaning
ALWAYSperformasafety checktomakesurethat the firearmisunloadedpriorto

cleaning.

1- COMPLETELY READ AND UNDERSTAND YOUR OWNER’S MANUAL GUIDELINES
BEFORE USING YOURFIREARM.

You should fully understand the function of all of the components and mechanics of the
firearm. Before you remove the firearm out of the box thoroughly read the owner’s
manual on how to properly carry, handle, load, unload, and store your new firearm.
Know the rules of proper gun safety and exercise them at all times because failure
to do so may result in death or in jury to yourself or others. Because it is
impossible to list every firearm situation or scenario, be aware that certain
circumstances may require additional safety rules unique to a particular situation. In
these cases, we recommend that you use.

2- ALWAYSLEARNTHE SPECIFICMECHANICALAND HANDLINGCHARACTERISTICS
OF YOUR SHOTGUN.

All firearms are different thus it is important for you to understand how to properly
carry, use,andhandleeachoneaccording toitsspecificguidelines. Before using
any firearm, one must completely familiarize themselves with the type of firearm and
itsspecificsafe handling proceduresforloading, unloading, carrying,

NEVER
Give the shotgun to any person who has not thoroughly familiarized himself or herself
withallof theinformation, safetyrules, andwarningsintheowner’smanual.



3- ALWAYSKEEP THE FIREARM UNLOADED UNTIL READY TO USE.

Firearms should be kept unloaded when not in use. Whenever your pick up a
firearm, immediately engage the safety device and remove the magazine to visually
inspect the chamber and confirm that it is clear. Always unload all ammunition from
the chamber and remove the magazine after: 1) shooting, 2) before putting the
firearmaway,

3) puttingitintoaholster, 4) whennot in use, and 5) when handing it over to another
person.

NEVER

 Leavealoadedgununattended, proppedupagainstasurface,oroutofyourhands.
» Assume a firearmis unloaded, even if you used it last. Always check to make sure
that there is no ammunition and the chamber is clear.

» Load acartridge into the chamber until you are ready to fire.
 Carryortransportyour firearm with liveammunitionin the chamber.

« Pass afirearm to another person or accept a firearm from another person, until
the cylinder or action is open and you have personally checked that the
weaponis completely unloaded.

» Haul a loaded firearm openly or in a carrying case.

» Never transferor hand a loaded firearm to someone else.

4- ALWAYS KEEP YOUR FINGER OFF THE TRIGGER UNTIL YOU

» Engage in horseplay while handling a firearm.

5) ALWAYS KEEP THE GUN POINTED IN A SAFE DIRECTION.
Asafedirectionisoneinwhichanaccidentaldischarge cannotorwouldnotcause
injuryorharmtoyourselforothers. Useextremecautionespeciallywhenloadingand
unloading your firearm. When handling any firearm always treat it as if it was
loaded and ready to fire, even if you think itis empty. The recommended carrying
position of your shotgunis with the hammer in de-cocked position.

NEVER

» Point your firearm at anything you don’t intend to shoot.

« Useafirearmunder theinfluence of alcohol, drugs, or any other substances that
may impair your judgment, skills, or physical abilities.

« Targetshootorhuntwithafirearmwhenyouarefatiguedortootiredtooperatethe
firearm safely.

» Useyourfirearmifyouhaveanillnessordisabilitythat couldcompromiseyour
judgment and the safety of yourself or others.

6) ALWAYS USE THE CORRECT AMMUNITION.

Allfirearms are manufactured touse a certain caliber or gauge of ammunition. Only
use ammunition that the manufacturer hasrecommended. Always verify before loading
that you have the correct ammunition that matches the manufacturer’s recommendations.
Usingimproperlyreloadedorincorrectammunitioncan cause deathandinjury. This
can also damage or destroy your firearm which will void any warranty.

NEVER

« Shoot the gun unless you know you have the proper ammunition.

» Use hand loaded, non-standard or reloaded ammunition.

» Fire ammunitionthatexceeds industry standardpressurespecifications.
» Use old, soiled, or damaged ammunition.

» Use ammunition which does not feed reliably in your particular firearm as it may
malfunction at a critical juncture.



7) ALWAYS STORE YOUR FIREARM IN A SECURED STORAGE AREA TO PREVENT
UNAUTHORIZED ACCESS OR USE FROM OTHER INDIVIDUALS.

There are many types of firearm storage devices as well as locking devices that attach
directly to the firearm itself. Each individual must consider their particular circumstances
so that the firearm is stored and maintained for optimal safety and security. Metal gun
safesarerecommended over open racksor glass front cabinets. Mechanical safeties
builtinto the firearm can fail and should not be used as a substitute for safe gun
handling and adherence to all firearm safety rules. Additionally, always store your
ammunition locked up and secured separately from any firearms.

NEVER

« Store or hide a loaded firearm

» Leaveyourfirearmswhereunauthorizedaccessfromotherindividualscanoccur.
 Allow accesstoindividualswho aredonot understand or follow therules of
proper gun safety

» Leave an unsecured firearmin a bed, drawer, closet, or any other vehicle

that could allow access to children or other unauthorizedindividuals

» Allowchildrenundertheageof 18accesstoanyfirearmswithoutclosesupervision
and proper firearm safety training.

8) ALWAYSCOMPLYWITHALLLOCAL. STATE, ANDFEDERAL LAWS THAT GOVERN
THE OWNERSHIP, STORAGE, CARRYING, AND USE OF FIREARMS.

NEVER

» Vandalize any public or private property by using it as a target.
» Poach a game animal out of season

« Kill any animal you don’t intend to eat.



9) ALWAYS KNOW YOUR TARGET AND WHAT IS BEYOND.

Before you pull the trigger be sure of your target and what is behind it. Shoot onlyin
areas that have approved backdrops such asashooting range, or backstops suchasa
hillside or berm. Also, know how far your shot will travel in case you miss the target
or the bulletricochets.

NEVER

« Firein the direction in which there are people.

« Fire at a sound, movement, or a flash of color.

« Shoot directly upwards or at a high angle of elevation. Firing at or into the air can
have enough energy to travel long distances and accidently injure or kill someone.
» Shoot across a highway or other roadway.

ALWAYS WEAR EYE/ EAR/BODY PROTECTION.

Gases and debris can cause injury so it is very important that one wears protective
geartopreservetheirhearingandeyesight. Also, whileinthefieldwearatleast 1000
square inches or more of blaze orange so that you canbe visible by others. Discharge
a firearmin a poorly ventilated area.

Keep your face away from the breech, then
put the safety on, carefully open the action, unload the firearm and dispose of the
cartridge safely. Always keep in mind that anytime there is a shell in the chamber, your
firearm is LOADED and ready to fire. Even if you tried to shoot and the firearm did
not fire, always treat it as if it could still discharge.

12) ALWAYSTREATTHEFIREARMASIFITWASLOADED, EVENIF THESAFETY IS
POSITIONED CORRECTLYANDKEEPYOURFINGERS AWAYFROMTHETRIGGER
WHEN LOADING ANDUNLOADING.

If the boreisobstructed it
can cause increased pressure causing the barrel to bulge or burst during
use. Always use a cleaning rod and patch to remove any residues or
obstructions in the barrel. Be familiar with your firearm. If the noise or recoil
seems muffled or weak then STOP! And proceed to unload your firearm and
check to make sure nothing is lodged in the barrel.

Try to shoot out an obstruction by loading another shell and firing.



SERIAL NUMBER OF THE FIREARM

The serial number is located on various parts of the shotgun. Each serial
numberisspecifictothatshotgunandisusedforidentificationandregistration.
It is recommended that you record your serial number in your manual and
keep the information in a secured location.

LOADING THE SHOTGUN

First, point the shotgun in a safe direction. Remember, a safe direction means
that the gun is pointed so that even if it were to go off, it would not cause
injury, damage, or death. Always perform a safety check to make sure that
the chamber is empty.

When the magazine is empty, the bolt catch lever holds the bolt open at the
rear. Pressthemagazinerelease toremove theemptymagazineandinserta
loaded magazine. Remember to only use ammunition that is
recommended by the manufacturer.

Push down the bolt catch lever with the thumb of the shooting hand and
this will allow the bolt to move forward and chamber a round.

And proceed to unload your firearm and check to make sure nothing is
lodged in the barrel.

NEVER
Try to shoot out an obstruction by loading another shell and firing.



UNLOADING THE SHOTGUN

1- Point the shotgunin asafe direction. Remember, a safe direction means
that the gun is pointed so that even if it were to go off, it would not cause
injury, damage, or death.

2- Keep your fingers off the trigger and remove the magazine.

3- Pull back the charging handle one or more times to insure the chamber
isempty.Watchforaliveroundoremptycasetobeejected. Pullthecharging
handle fully rearward and lock the bolt with the bolt catch lever.

4- Makesure the last roundin the chamber has been extracted and ejected.
Visually and physically check the chamber

and the magazine well to make sure the shotgun has been fully unloaded.
Perform a safety check by physically inserting your index finger in the
chamber to feel for the presence of a round or cartridge case in the
chamber.




Disassembly

1. Put the gun on the SAFTEY mode.

2. Take out the magazine.

5. Remove the charging Handle, by taking it out from the left or right
side of receiver and take out the handguard but pushing it forward.



(Operating Handle is operational by both side Left & Right).

6. Detach the locking Nut. (Turn clockwise for the removal).

8. Pull out the locking pins from the lower receiver which can separate
the upper and lower part.




10. Remove the sling swivel.

11. Remove the forearm nut connecting the barrel with the main body.

12. Remove the arm by pulling the mainspring inside the mechanism.

13. Take out the bolt.

WARNING!!

Never depend on any mechanical safety mechanism or device to prevent the
dangers of careless handling or pointing a firearm in an unsafe direction.
‘When manipulating the manual safety, keep all fingers outside the trigger guard.
The shotgun will fire if the trigger 1s pulled when the safety i1s not in the "SAFE"
position.

The safety should always be in the "SAFE" position except when the shotgun 1s
mtended to be fired.

Never Pull the trigger when the safety 1s i the “SAFE” position.



Assembly

1. Put the mechanism inside the barrel lug.

2. Place the forearm connecting ring which puts the barrel with the
main body.

3. Place the forearm ring which connects the barrel with the main body.




7. Fix the handguard by pushing it backward direction.

9. Put the barrel cover from the front.
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
