Faith is more than simply believing that God exists. Faith
is trust. Faith is living with the confidence that God is
with us, guiding us, loving us, and calling us into deeper
life. Faith is believing that God is the source of our life,
our hope, and our love. It is trusting that even in difficult
times, God is still present, still working, and still leading
us forward.

When we speak of God as Trinity—God the creator,
Son, and Holy Spirit—we are speaking of relationship,
love, and community at the very heart of God.

We believe in God the Creator, the One who gave us life
and continues to sustain us. God is not distant, but
near—always calling us toward justice, mercy, compas-
sion, and love. God stretches us beyond ourselves and
teaches us to love our neighbor as ourselves.

We believe in Jesus Christ, the Son of God and the Son
of Man, who came to show us the heart of God. Jesus
taught us that every person matters, especially “the least
of these.” He showed us that diversity is not something
to fear, but something beautiful within God’s creation.
Jesus taught us that love is the only way to truly live—
that forgiveness, mercy, and compassion are stronger
than hatred and division. In Jesus, we see God’s uncon-
ditional love made visible.

We believe in the Holy Spirit, the presence of God still
alive and moving among us. The Spirit gathers us into
community, comforts us when we are hurting, and leads
us into abundant life. The Spirit nudges us toward kind-
ness, grace, courage, and hope. The Spirit reminds us
to be people of faith even when life feels uncertain.

Faith is expressed day by day—in prayer, in worship, in
forgiveness, in service, in showing up for others, in
speaking truth, and in trusting God when the path ahead
is unclear.
