DISCUSSION ITEM

a) Chlorine Generator – The General Manager discussed with the board the status of the chlorine generator and advised them that Aqua Sierra will be at the WWTP during the week of March 9th to connect the new generator to the SCADA system.

b) Status of Grant Funding- The General Manager informed the board that we are still waiting on the final signatures from the SWRCB so the grant can be funded.

c) Laboratory- The General Manager and the Lab Director informed the board that all required testing has been completed and is awaiting word from ELAP as to when the state will be inspecting the new lab.
d) Effluent valves- General Manager informed the board the new effluent valves were installed and operating in manual mode only until Aqua Sierra connects them to SCADA.
e) Sampling for the watersheds- Discussed with the board about directing staff to sample the same watersheds (Big Gulch, Robinson Reef, and for the first time China Gulch) as Randy Burke did in April of 2019. The General Manager informed the board these samples will be collected after the chlorine generator and the effluents valves projects are completed.
f) Board Secretary responsibilities- Vice President Susan Aicher wanted to discuss the duties of the Board Secretary. It was decided that Secretary De Denten will read through the new Policy Manual and discuss with the General Manager what duties should be performed.
g) Current septic tank standards- The General Manager informed the board that the District is responsible for the current standards within their service areas and not Mendocino County as previously stated. The General Manager will post these standards on the District’s website as well has send a letter out to all plumbing business and relators regarding the septic tank policy.
