	 After 14 years in Franklin, Will Bledsoe, owner of Battleground 
Tattoo Parlour, has moved his shop to Main St. in Spring Hill. 
	 “The move was precipitated by a desire to grow and be more 
visible and be part of the community I live in,” begins Bledsoe, 
who is originally from Giles County but has been living in the 
Nashville metropolitan area since he was eight years old. 
	 “The response we have gotten from the Spring Hill community 
has been overwhelmingly positive,” he continues, and the growth 
he anticipated has come to pass. “We have four artists right now 
and we’re about to add a fifth,” he says.  
	 According to Bledsoe, the shop owes much of its success to its 
approach to business.
	 “We are very much an old-school shop. We believe in customer 
service and want the client to have an exceptional experience, as 
well as a great tattoo,” he explains. 

	 More than that, Bledsoe and his fellow artists—including Brian 
Russel—have 75 years of combined experience, covering a wide 
range of stylistic influences.
	 “The majority of my work is informed by traditional American 
and traditional Japanese motifs,’ says Bledsoe. “But we pretty 
much have the full gamut available in terms of what clients might 
be looking for. There is no ego involved in my shop, either. If a 
client comes in and has a consult with me and it’s not something 
that is in my wheelhouse, I have three other artists, and I can say, 
‘This is more something that Brian would do or that Randy would 
be really good at.’”
	 Bledsoe and his staff take pride in offering clients knowledge-
able advice based on their years of experience. 
	 “If a (potential) client comes in with a tattoo idea that is not 
sound, we are going to tell you. If a tattoo idea needs some guid-
ance, that’s our job, and we take that very seriously,” emphasizes

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Bledsoe, before noting that “there is a big fad now with what 
people call fine line work that is just not built to last. We literally 
have to warn people away from it—almost on a daily basis. People 
will come in with a picture from social media or Pinterest, and 
either it’s not a real tattoo or there are serious logistical concerns 
regarding the amount of detail vs. the size,” he says.
	 “After being in this business for over two decades, I know what 
is going to hold up and what is going to age well,” adds Bledsoe, 
who is just as enthusiastic about his life’s work today as he was 
when he first got into the business full-time in 2002. 
	 “I started drawing at an early age, and art, literature, and histo-
ry were what I loved,” he relates. And he says he has always loved 
the tattoo shop environment. It reminded me very much—and still 
does to some extent—of the barbershop that my dad and grandfa-
ther used to go to, where you would get work done but also hang 
out and tell jokes and listen to music.”
	 That helps explain why Bledsoe is so very appreciative of how 
he has been able to support himself and his family doing what he 
loves.
	 “Tattooing has been very good to me—and continues to be. 

I wake up every day and thank God for this amazing craft. I’m also 
grateful that I have a clientele who allows me to come to work and 
do this job every single day,” he says, which helps explain why he 
doesn’t regard any particular style of tattooing as being beneath 
him. 
	 “I do large-scale work almost on a daily basis, but at the same 
time, I will do crosses and bible verses and names. I give the same 
amount of love and respect to someone’s dog name tattoo as a full 
Japanese back piece. One just takes a lot longer than the other,” 
he quips.
	 That said, Bledsoe and his staff encourage potential clients to 
come in for a free consult (available anytime between 11 am and 5 
pm Tuesday through Saturday). 
	 “Our goal is to provide the best possible experience, the best 
possible customer service, and the best art possible,” he con-
cludes. “Our biggest concern is making sure the client gets the 
best tattoo they can get.”
