Cotton Grove Platform was built in 1947 by Alfons and Martha Pavlicek. The original dance floor was 6,300 square feet concrete slab.  The slab was surrounded by a tall, white picket fence  and tall poles from which long strands of multi-colored lights could be hung.  The pavilion was fully outfitted with a wooden bandstand, a ticket booth and a beer garden.  Cotton Grove remained popular until the early 1950s; it was sold in 1956 and closed shortly afterwards.

The members of Hermann Park Verein are cleaning out their new park and building a dance platform.  (HH June 18, 1896)
Oak Courts: near Yoakum (NEH May 25, 1948)
Pagel Settlement Platform: Pagel Settlement (HH October 11, 1894, October 20, 1894)
Pecan Grove Platform: 4 miles W of Hallettsville on Yoakum – Hallettsville Hwy.  
Construction has started on the new concrete dance platform and skating rink to be managed by Daniel Jares on his property 4 miles west of Hallettsville on the Yoakum highway. (NEH September 28, 1948)
Opening of  new dance platform October 31, 1948.  Dan Jares Owner (LCT October 26, 1948, NEH October 29, 1948)

August J. Appelt, the organizer of the Appelts Hall Gun Club on August 20, 1882, built a dance platform under  shady oak trees on his place known as Possum Flat. The shoots continued at that location until 1886 when the platform was moved to the Alton Slezer farm.  (VA October 14, 2007)

Praha Catholic Church Platform: 
Also, a dance platform was built on the south edge of the church land (The Tribune March 20, 1936)
The Praha dance platform is being torn down, and a new dance hall will be built.  (LCT July 7, 1936)
Praha Platform is being torn down, and a new dance hall will be built (The Tribune July 7, 1936)  Just recently Praha completed a large dance pavilion of size 70 X 90, one of the finest in this section, to serve in the social life of the parish youth.  (The Tribune August 18, 1936)
Price Pavilion: 
The old Skrehot pavilion W of Hallettsville has been moved to the roadside, and the owner, Mr. Price, is going to convert it into a business house and dance hall combined (HH March 9, 1899) see Skrehot’s Pavilion
The old pavilion in the West End is being moved to the road and remodeled for a business house and dance hall.  Wm. Price is the owner (NEH March 10, 1899)

F.B. Riedel, on behalf of the Silver Cornet and Appelt’s Hill band, was present and asked for an electric light at the old Price Pavilion, the band agreed to stand all expenses attached to same.  The request was granted. (HH July 6, 1905)

Pundt’s Platform
Ed. F. Pundt, owner of Pundt’s café, has completed a new dance platform.  (ME August 3, 1945)
Rawhide Platform: Hackberry (HH April 20, 1888 & August 25, 1892)
Don’t forget the grand ball at Rawhide Platform one mile southwest of Main Plaza, on Williams Ave. August 17th. (HH August 18, 1892)

American Legion Kolar-Stanek Post 201’s  large dance pavilion was lifted and carried down the swift current during the floor (SG May 5, 1932) (SG September 18, 1930)
Five feet of water swept across Hwy. 109 near Rocky Creek and the wreck of the dance pavilion piled up on the bridge (ME May 6, 1932)
The Kolar Stanek Post decided to lease the Midway Dance Hall for one year since the flood that took away the large pavilion of the American Legion.  (SG October 6, 1932)

Schafer’s Platform: On the bank of Mixon Creek near Brown’s Mill 
A new platform was built last week on the bank of Mixon Creek near the place called Brown’s Mill which will be called Schafer Platform.  (HH June 15, 1893)

Shiner Colored BBQ stand and dance platform (NEH April 10, 1956)
Schoenfelder Schuetzen Verein Platform: Pagel Settlement (HH May 11, 1893, HH June 13, 1895)
Shadowland Platform: Schulenburg to Hallettsville Hwy. 1.5 miles from Hallettsville.  (The Tribune July 6, 1934)
Shiner O.D.H.A Platform: (SG October 12, 1895, November 24, 1909)
Skrehot’s Pavilion: West of Hallettsville: Opened late May 1889 (HT May 23, 30 & September 12, 1889) (HH May 2, 1889) see Price Pavilion
Located among a grove of live oak trees on Skrehot place west of Hallettsville.  A large open air pavilion was opened in May 1889.  It was operated by Joseph Schindler.  In September 1889, Skrehot and Schindler donated the pavilion to the Hallettsville Casino Club that had recently formed.  The club added several improvements to the pavilion that included a rolling alley (bowling alley)  (HT September 12, 1889)
Smolik’s Platform (Spies p. 42)
Sulphur Park Platform: between Shiner and Moulton (SG August 14, 1947) (September 2, 1948) (SG August 11, 1955)

New dance platform at Sulphur Park (SG June 8, 1939)
Sunken Garden: Shiner On the site of the former Sunken Garden, Emil Hajek is opening a dance platform.  Cold drinks and eats will be served at all dances. (SG April 21, 1949, May 15, 1895)
Svetlik’s Platform: (Spies p. 42)
Tousek’s Platform: 
The Jacob Tousek Jr. farm located 2 Miles East of Moulton, on FM 532, consists of 103 ½ acres of land.  The farm’s history dates to the early 1890s when only a large dance platform was the only structure on the site.  Later the dance platform was torn down and used for the construction of a rent house.  (ME August 29, 1958)
Treptow’s Platform (Spies p.42)
Vincik’s Pasture Platform: 
Wagon Wheel Platform:  
A crew of carpenters under the direction of contractors Janak and Pesek this week started tearing down the antiquated Wagon Wheel Tavern dance hall at Sweet Home to make room for a more modern outdoor concrete platform and other up to date improvements.  (NEH January 24, 1950)

Welhausen Grove Platform: Ball held there (SG July 20, 1893, September 24, 1899)
William Tell Schuetzen Verein: 
One of the oldest organizations in Witting was the William Tell Schuetzen Verein begun on April 29, 1883.  It operated as a shoot club and later built a hall.  (Moulton Eagle June 28, 1991 ?)

Winkler’s Platform:(SG September 4, 1924, HH October 16, 1925)

Witting Platform: 
Joe Krause of Witting announced the opening dance will be held at his new concrete dance platform at Witting Park on September 9th.

A new dance pavilion is to be built by J.W. Janak and associates on Victor Smolik land near Worthing. (LCT June 23, 1932)
