This is a first and 
it’s a great idea. The festival probably had 
15,000 people there and many road bikes. 
You would not have had any place to chain 
them. So whoever thought of this kudos. 
It’s also free.

If you don’t like crowds, then this event is 
not for you. Otherwise enjoy. But seriously 
the crowds were well behaved and enjoyed 
themselves. Lots of families, single 
couples, and everyone in between. The 
entire city came out in force.

Sometimes advertising is so basic and 



effective that what else can you do. There 
were lots of small businesses like this. It’s a 
great venue to show off and to make 
contact with consumers. It was well worth 
the time of whoever set up a booth here.

And the market goes on and on and on.

Then again, there’s craft beer and St 
Petersburg has an amazing variety to 
choose from. I did ask if there were any NA 
or nonalcoholic beers being sold, but we 
haven’t reached that point yet. The micro 
breweries haven’t invested in the 
equipment it would take to remove the 
alcohol from the beer. It seems 
counterintuitive, but it is something that 
hasn’t ever increasing demand.

Craft is $8.40 per cup which is not bad for 
craft brew. And the variety at St. 



Petersburg is getting more and more more 
each year.
