After loosening the drag, the fish came to
the boat without any more problems. On day one Keith brought in 5
bass tipping the scales to 10.42 pounds, and followed up on day two
with 12.50 pounds for the win and also caught the big fish each day
with two 3.89 pound twin beauties. Keith won in style with 22.92
pounds.
