The production and prevalence of color trade cards of the nineteenth
century gave rise to a phenomenon called the “Card Craze,” which
began in the 1870’s and continued into the early twentieth century.

This popular pastime inspired Americans to collect and display
advertising promotions. Trade cards promoted a large range
of products from household goods, soaps, flower and vegetable
seeds, to tobacco and patent medicines. Many of these cards
were collected, traded, and pasted into scrapbooks.
