Diocesan Bulletin Bits 

Back to Basics 

Second Sunday of Easter (Divine Mercy Sunday) 

Acts 2:42-47 / Ps 118:2-4, 13-15, 22-24 / 1 Pt 1:3-9 / Jn 20:19-31 

The earliest Christians described in today’s first reading sound like the model of 

the stewardship way of life. “Every day they devoted themselves to meeting to-

gether in the temple and breaking bread in their homes.” Everyday. Devoted. 

Together. They weren’t Sunday Christians, they were “everyday” disciples. The 

early church was smaller and less structured than today’s church. They were a 

community that communed in common! It sounds a lot like a religious commu-

nity of sisters and brothers who had their struggles and disagreements. There is 

nothing new under the sun, but everything is made new under the Son! 

Fortitude, Explained! 
     “When you go out to war against your enemies and you see horses and chari-

ots and an army greater than your own, you shall not be afraid of them,” we read 

in Deuteronomy 20:1. “For the Lord, your God…will be with you.” 

      The virtue of fortitude actually requires, first and foremost, the feeling of fear. 

In order to grow in fortitude, one must face a thing which frightens him; in that 

way, it is distinct from patience and perseverance. Christ shows perfect fortitude 

as he endures his Passion and death, of which he was indeed afraid; it is likewise 

shown by martyrs. But fortitude doesn’t require a cinematic battle. Fortitude can 

be shown by someone who is afraid of losing his job or of being in bodily danger 

simply for adhering to the laws of God. What is important is that the courage 

shown is in pursuit of the good, not just bearing with an attack.

Pope Francis Biography  

Pope Francis, born Jorge Mario Bergoglio on December 17, 1936, in Bue-

nos Aires, Argentina, was the first pope from the Americas and the first 

Jesuit to lead the Catholic Church. Before his election as pope on March 

13, 2013, he served as Archbishop of Buenos Aires, where he was known 

for his humility, simple lifestyle, and dedication to the poor. 

Raised in a family of Italian immigrants, he studied chemistry before enter-

ing the seminary and joining the Jesuits. Ordained a priest in 1969, he later 

became the Provincial of the Jesuits in Argentina and played a key role in 

guiding the Church during a period of economic and social crises in the 

country. When he was appointed bishop in 1992 and archbishop in 1998, 

he prioritized evangelization, social justice, and pastoral outreach. 

As pope, Francis emphasized mercy, care for the marginalized, and envi-

ronmental stewardship. His papacy was marked by a call for a “poor 

Church for the poor,” interfaith dialogue, and reform within the Vatican. 

His teachings focused on compassion, the dignity of every person, and the 

need for a missionary 

Church.  

On April 21, 2025, Pope 

Francis passed away, 

leaving behind a legacy 

of love, humility, and ser-

vice.
