It has been some time since our last newsletter, but there has been much
happening in the community and in Council of note. Some recent activity on
Council includes:

e | successfully passed a Council motion to review the use of private
certifiers and call for the state government to fix the legislation, and
review Council's resourcing/staffing of building and compliance officers
and tree compliance staff to promote a stronger culture of compliance.
This was in response to many complaints from the community about
unauthorised development. Progress on implementing this motion
continues.

e | proudly moved an amendment to reverse a proposed budget cut to
Council's funding of local charities Community Northern Beaches and
Northern Beaches Women's Shelter, with the result of instead locking in 3
years of funding to give these organisations certainty.

e | seconded a motion by Greens Councillor Cr Korzy to review and overhaul
the proliferation of noxious weeds on Council land, where Council is falling
far short of our legal and environmental obligations to manage weeds.

e At my request, the staff have sent a refreshed letter to the new Minister for
Primary Industries calling for removal of shark nets. This was in response
to being contacted by Humane Society International.

At the June meeting (27 June) | plan to put up Mmotions to call for further action
to address housing affordability, and a motion for council to support local
activities to engage the public on The Voice to Parliament.
