COVID-19 Guideline Updates

Given the recent updates in CDC guidelines and vaccinations, the National Board has provided COVID-19 guideline
updates effective September 15,

INDOOR/OUTDOOR MEETINGS: Indoor facilities should be large enough to accommodate social distancing and have
good circulation of air. If you are meeting OUTDOORS, the space should be large enough to accommodate social
distancing and a mask is not needed if vaccinated, your personal choice.

who choose not to attend in person meetings.
3. Prepackaged refreshment only, no buffet style refreshments, including coffee, served at meetings

*Recommend the wearing of mask and social distancing, until further notice
2. May resume participation in community activities wearing lota gear
3. May resume in-person membership recruitment with limited contact, remember everyone has not been vaccinated and
we cannot require them to do so or ask if they have been vaccinated. Keeping that in mind, we recommend wearing a
mask during interaction with any prospective LOMEPA.
