 Our Father in heaven, hallowed be Your name.  Your kingdom come into the heart of 

President Trump and his bloodline.  Your will be done in the life of President Trump on earth 

as it is in heaven (Matt. 6:9-10).  In the name of Jesus Christ of Nazareth (John 16:23) the Father in 

heaven bless you President Trump and your bloodline and your house and keep you (Num. 

6:24).  Glory to God in the Highest (Luke 2:14)!  As an ambassador of Christ (2 Cor. 5:20), abiding in 

Christ (John 15:4-5, John 6:56) and one with Him (John 17:22), we come into agreement with our Father 

in heaven (Matt.

In the name of Jesus Christ (John 16:23), who being God was manifested in the flesh, 

justified in the Spirit, seen by angels, preached among the Gentiles, believed on in the world, 

received up in glory (1 Tim. 3:16); in His awesome name we come boldly to the throne of grace 

and obtain mercy and grace (Heb.
