 Lord, who may abide in Your tabernacle?  Who may dwell in Your holy hill?  He who 

walks uprightly, and works righteousness, and speaks the truth in his heart (Ps. 15:1-2).  Our 

Father in heaven, hallowed be Your name. Your kingdom come.  Your will be done on earth 

as it is in heaven (Matt. 6:9-10).  As an ambassador of Christ (2 Cor. 5:20), abiding in Christ (John 15:4-5, 

John 6:56) and one with Him (John 17:22), we come into agreement with our Father in heaven (Matt.

As a fellow worker in Christ Jesus (Rom. 16;3), abiding in Him, and born of Him (1 John 2:29) 

we lift up you President Trump and your bloodline and your entire house to the Father, all of 

your family, all of your blood from the beginning of time until the end of time, all those by 

adoption, and all those by marriage, all your natural seed and all of your spiritual seed.

101:6), undefiled in the way (Ps. 119:1), in integrity of heart and in uprightness (1 Kin. 9:4) (Prov. 10:9), 

walking orderly and keeping the law (Acts 21:24), walking before the Lord (Ps. 116-9), walking 

humbly with your God (Mic. 6:8).  Let you and your people walk in wisdom toward those who are 

outside, walk properly and redeem the time (Col. 4:5, 1 Thess. 4:12).  God, your God forever and 

ever; your guide even to death (Ps. 48:14), help you and yours walk within your house with a 

perfect heart (Ps. 101:2).  According to all that the Lord has bestowed on you President Trump 

and your bloodline, and the great goodness toward your house, which He has bestowed on 

you (Is. 63:7), in the name of Jesus (John 16:23), he is Christ, the chosen of God (Luke 23:35), let you 

and your house walk before God and be blameless (Gen. 17:1), finding grace in His sight (Ex.

9:4), will instruct you President Trump and your 

bloodline and your children and all of your family and teach you in the way you should go; He 



will guide you and your family with His eye (Ps. 32:8), directing your every step (Prov. 16:9).  May 

the Lord God teach you and your people in the way of wisdom and lead you in right paths 

(Prov.

Cor. 1:30) we ask the God of our salvation (Ps. 18:46) to deliver your souls from death, your eyes 

from tears, and your feet from falling that you and yours will walk before the Lord in the land 

of the living (Ps. 116:8-9).  Let Him teach you President Trump and your bloodline and your house 

the good way in which you should walk; and give rain on Your land which He has given to 

you and your family (1 Kin. 8:36).  Let you President Trump and your bloodline and your people 

walk in His ways, keep His statutes and His commandments, so that He will lengthen your 

days (1 Kin.

As a vessel of mercy, so that Christ might make known to you 

President Trump the riches of His glory, we claim you President Trump and your house, your 

entire bloodline, all of your people, your family, your children and your children’s children as 

our joint inheritance (Eph. 1:18) with our Lord Jesus Christ.  By the Ancient of Days, judgment 



was made in favor of the saints (you President Trump and your bloodline) of the Most-High, 

and the time has come for the saints to possess the kingdom (Dan.

3:9) we continue 

petitioning (1 John 5:15) fervently (James 5:16), the Lord to let it be to you and your descendants 

according to His word (Luke 1:38) and what we have asked shall be given to you and your house 

(Luke 11:9).  It is written: “My covenant I will not break, nor alter the word that has gone out of My 

lips.” Says the Lord God Almighty (Ps 89:34).  God is watching over His word to perform it (Jer. 1:12) 

and it shall not return to Him void; but it shall accomplish His purpose and succeed in the 

thing for which He sent it (Is. 55:11).  The Lord gives voice before His army, for His camp is very 

great; for strong is the One who executes His word (Joel 2:11)!  The counsel of the Lord stands 

forever, the plans of His heart to all generations (Ps. 33:11).  In Jesus' name so be it!  For all 

people walk each in the name of his god, but we will walk in the name of the Lord Jesus 

Christ our God, God Most-High God, forever and ever (Mic. 4:5).  For Yours, O Lord, is the 

kingdom and the power and the glory forever (Matt. 6:13)!   Amen! 
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
