6:21); you and
your family (acts 13:26) being diligent to be found by Him in peace, without spot and
blameless @ pet. 3:14). May you and your family (acts 13:26) purify your souls in obeying the
truth through the Spirit in sincere love of the brethren, loving one another fervently with a
pure heart (1 pet. 1:22) for love is of God; and everyone who loves is born of God and knows
God (130nn 4:7). Let you and your people (ps. 148:14) abide in love that you may abide in God,
and God in you (1John 4:16). Now to Him who is able to keep you and yours from stumbling,
and to present you faultless before the presence of His glory with exceeding joy, to God
your Savior, who alone is wise, be glory and majesty, dominion and power, both now and
forever (@ude 1:24-25). The Lord be magnified (ps. 40:16)!

Abiding in the house of God @ohn 8:35) and abiding in the Son and the Father (John
2:24), and one with Them (John 17:22), in truth @ohn 17:19) and in faith (acts 26:18) we sanctify (1 John
17:17,19, Heb. 13:12) you and your entire bloodline (Gen. 17:7, Prov. 11:21), your house (Gen 14:14, 2 Sam.
6:21) and all of your people (ps. 148:14); by the blood of the Lamb of God (rev. 7:14, 12:11); we
sanctify your time (s.

Now may the God of peace Himself sanctify you completely; and may your
whole spirit, soul, and body be preserved blameless at the coming of our Lord Jesus
