 Our Father in heaven, hallowed be Your name.  Your kingdom come into the heart of 

President Trump and his bloodline. Your will be done in the life of President Trump and his 

bloodline on earth as it is in heaven (Matt 6:9-10).  Hear us when we call, O God of our 

righteousness!  Have mercy on us, and hear our prayer (Ps. 4:1).   Grace and peace be 

multiplied to you President Trump and your bloodline in the knowledge of God and of Jesus 

our Lord, as His divine power has given to you all things that pertain to life and godliness, 

through the knowledge of Him who called you by glory and virtue, by which have been given 

to you exceedingly great and precious promises, that through these you may be partakers of 

the divine nature, having escaped the corruption that is in the world through lust (2 Pet.

(1 John 5:20), Jesus Christ, we give thanks to the Lord, the living God, the true God, the 

everlasting King (Jer.

4:12); it searches the hearts of man (Rev. 2:23), like a two edged sword, piercing even to the 

division of soul and spirit, and is a discerner of the thoughts and intents of the heart (Heb. 4:12), 

and nothing is hidden from His sight (Heb. 4:13), the Mighty One (Ps. 45:3), the Ancient of Days (Dan. 

7:9), the Holy one of Israel (Is. 5:24).  The words that Christ, through us, speaks to you President 

Trump and your bloodline and your family are spirit, and they are life (John 6:63).  Thanks be to 

God, who gives you the victory through our Lord Jesus Christ (1 Cor. 15:57)!    

As a fellow worker in Christ Jesus (Rom. 16;3), abiding in Him, and born of Him (1 John 2:29) 

we lift up you President Trump and your bloodline and your entire house to the Father, all of 

your family, all of your blood from the beginning of time until the end of time, all those by 

adoption, and all those by marriage, all your natural seed and all of your spiritual seed.

For behold, He who forms mountains, and creates the wind, who declares to man what 

His thought is, and makes the morning darkness, who treads the high places of the earth the 

Lord God of Hosts is His name (Amos 4:13).  To Him be glory in the church by Christ Jesus 

throughout all ages, world without end (Eph. 3:21)! 

 "Now I saw heaven opened, and behold, a white horse.  And He who sat on him 

was called Faithful and True, and in righteousness He judges and makes war.  His 

eyes were like a flame of fire and on His head were many crowns.  He had a name 

written that no one knew except Himself.  He was clothed with a robe dipped in blood 

and His name is called The Word of God" (Rev. 19:11-13).  Let it be, in the name of Jesus 

Christ (John 14:13,16::23), called Faithful and True (Rev. 19:11), that you President Trump and your 

bloodline and your people, clothed in fine linen, white and clean, follow Him on white horses 

(Rev 19:14).   "And He has on His robe and on His thigh a name written:  King of Kings and 

Lord of Lords" (Rev. 19:16).

13:12) you President Trump and your entire bloodline, your house and all of your people; by the 

blood of the lamb of God (Rev. 7:14, 12:11); we sanctify your time so that you will always be in the 

will of God (Col. 1:9) through the communion of the Holy Spirit (2 Cor. 13:14); and we sanctify your 

space by the overpowering presence of God, who has made his home in you (John 14:23).

You are worthy, O Lord, to receive glory and honor and power; for You created 

all things, and by Your will they exist and were created (Rev. 4:11)!  As a fellow worker in Christ 

(Rom. 16:3), a fellow-worker of God (1 Cor. 3:9), abiding in Him, and born of Him (1 John 2:29), and His 

love being perfected in us (1 John 4:12), we proclaim the acceptable year of the Lord, and the day 

of vengeance of our God (Is. 61:2)!  As a vessel of mercy, so that Christ might make known to 

you President Trump the riches of His glory, we claim you President Trump and your house, 

your entire bloodline, all of your people, your family, your children and your children’s children 

as our joint inheritance (Eph. 1:18) with our Lord Jesus Christ (Gal. 4:7).  By the Ancient of Days, 

judgment was made in favor of the saints of the Most-High, and the time has come for the 

saints to possess the kingdom (Dan. 7:22).  Awake, you who sleep, arise from the dead, and 

Christ will give you light; awake to righteousness, and do not sin!  And do this, knowing the 

time, that now it is high time to awake out of sleep; for now, our salvation is near (Rom. 13:11)!  

Come near, you nations, to hear; and heed, you people!  Let the earth hear, and all that is in 

it, the world and all things that come forth from it (Is. 34:1)! 



Concerning these things, we pray for you President Trump and your bloodline and 

your house, we come into agreement with you (Matt. 18:19), with our Father in heaven (Matt. 6:9), 

the Spirit of Truth (John 14:17) and the Word of Life (1 John 1:1).  Being of one accord in prayer (Acts 

1:14), we pray with confidence (1 John 5:14) for God's thoughts towards you President Trump and 

your bloodline and your house are thoughts of peace, to give you a future and a hope (Jer. 

29:11).  We ask our Father in heaven in the name of our Lord Jesus Christ (John 16:23), the first, 

and the last; and beside Him there is no God (Is. 44:6), believing that you President Trump and 

your bloodline and your descendants receive all we ask for you (Mark 11:24), knowing that it is 

the will of God and He hears us (1 John 5:14).  As a vessel of ministry (Heb. 9:21), we continue 

petitioning (1 John 5:15) fervently (James 5:16) the Lord to let it be to you and your descendants 

according to His word (Luke 1:38) and what we have asked shall be given to you and your house 

(Luke 11:9).
