proclaim the acceptable year of the Lord, and the day of vengeance of our God ¢s. 61:2)!
We stand, and rejoice in the hope of the glory of God (rom. 5:2)! It is written (vatt. 4:4), the
things that we speak (er. 1:7) and pray @ames 5:16) for Our Children (s. 61:9) (James 5:16) their
family (acts 13:26) and their nation (vath. 21:43), for these words are true and faithful (rev. 21:5),
and they are the true sayings of God (Rev. 19:9). The word of God is true (John 3:33), pure (Prov.
30:5, Ps. 119:140), Proven (ps. 18:30), and eternal, for heaven and earth will pass away, but God’s
word will by no means pass away (matt. 24:35); it is living, and powerful (Heb. 4:12); it searches
the hearts of man (rev. 2:23), like a two edged sword, piercing even to the division of soul
and spirit, and is a discerner of the thoughts and intents of the heart (Heb. 4:12), and nothing
is hidden from His sight (Heb. 4:13), the Mighty One (ps. 45:3), the Ancient of Days (pan. 7:9), the
Holy one of Israel (s.5:24).

4:16) ONn

the merits of His Son Eph. 4:13), Jesus Christ of Nazareth (acts 3:6), and the blood that He

shed (rev. 7:14). In the name of Jesus Christ (ohn 16:23), who upholds all things by the word

of His power (Heb. 1:3), as a fellow worker in Christ Jesus (rom. 16;3), abiding in Him, and

born of Him (1 John 2:29) we come boldly to the throne of grace and obtain mercy and find
grace (Heb. 4:16) for Our Children ¢s. 61:9) and their entire house (Gen 14:14, 2 sam. 6:21), all of their
people (ps. 148:14), ON every side ob 1:10), all of their family (acts 13:26), all of their blood from
the beginning of time until the end of time (Gen. 17:7, Prov.

6:21) t0
the Father (vath. 6:9), all of their family (acts 13:26), all of their blood from the beginning of time

until the end of time (Prov. 11:21). In the name of Jesus Christ (John 14:13,16:23) Of Nazareth (acts

3:6), by the precious blood of Christ, as of a lamb without blemish and without spot (1 pet.
1:19), in Christ (Rom. 9:1, 1 Cor. 1:30) We pray James 5:16) that Our children ¢s. 61:9) and their house
(Gen 14:14, 2 sam. 6:21) and their nation (vath. 21:43) will clearly hear the call that God has on their

lives. May the God of all grace who has called them to His eternal glory by Christ Jesus

6:21); and appointing
them and their people (ps. 148:14) that they should go and bear fruit, and that their fruit
should remain (Jonn 15:16); and giving them and their people (ps. 148:14) victory through Jesus_
Christ, His son (1 cor. 15:557). In Christ (Rom. 9:1, 1 cor. 1:30) We pray (James 5:16) that Our children

Some trust in chariots, and some in horses; but we will remember the name of the Lord

our God (ps. 20:7)! We who trust in Christ should be to the praise of His glory (ph. 1:12)! For

behold, He who forms mountains, and creates the wind, who declares to man what His
thought is, and makes the morning darkness, who treads the high places of the earth the
Lord God of Hosts is His name (amos 4:13). To Him be glory in the church by Christ Jesus

throughout all ages, world without end (Eph. 3:21)!

“Now | saw heaven opened, and behold, a white horse. And He who sat on
him was called Faithful and True, and in righteousness He judges and makes war.

The counsel of the Lord stands forever, the plans of His heart to all generations Psalms.
33:1. It shall come to pass that whoever calls on the name of the Lord shall be saved.
For in Mount Zion and in Jerusalem there shall be deliverance, as the Lord has said,
among the remnant whom the Lord calls Joel 2:32. “For My name shall be great among

the nations,” says the Lord of hosts Malachi.
