Therefore, let you and your people (ps. 148:14) submit to God, resist the devil and he will flee

148:14)
will take captive whose captives you were, and rule over your oppressors (s. 14:2). In
Christ (Rom. 9:1, 1 cor. 1:30) We pray ames 5:16) that you will rule your own spirit and not be like

a city broken down without walls (prov. 25:28). In the name of Jesus Christ (John 16:23), His

name will be called Wonderful, Counselor, Mighty God, Everlasting Father, Prince of
Peace (s. 9:6), let you and your people (ps. 148:14) be anxious for nothing, but in everything by
prayer and supplication, with thanksgiving, let your requests be made known to God; and
the peace of God, which surpasses all understanding, will guard your hearts and minds

through Christ Jesus (phil4:6). May the God of heaven and the God of earth (Gen. 24:3)

bring you and your people (s. 148:14) out of the darkness and the shadows of death and
break your chains in pieces (ps. 107:14). Let you and your family (acts 13:26) cast off the works
of darkness, and put on the armor of light (rom. 13:12). May the Lord our God teach you and

your house (Gen 14:14, 2 sam. 6:21) t0 stand fast therefore in the liberty by which Christ has



made you free, and do not be entangled again with a yoke of bondage (cal. 5:1). High and
Lofty One Who inhabits eternity, whose name is Holy ¢s. 57:15), our God, Master in heaven
(Col. 4:1), give you and your people (ps. 148:14) the assurance that with God all things are
possible” (vatt. 19:26); and you can do all things through Christ who strengthens you (phil 4:13).

Surely His rod and His staff will comfort you and your family (acts 13:26) (Ps.23:4). Let you and
your people (ps. 148:14) put on the whole armor of God and stand against the wiles of the
devil Eph. 6:11). May you and yours stand therefore having girded your waist with truth,
having put on the breastplate of righteousness, and having shod your feet with the gospel
of peace; above all, taking the shield of faith with which you will be able to quench all the
fiery darts of the wicked one. And take the helmet of salvation, and the sword of the
Spirit, which is the word of God; praying always with all prayer and supplication in the
Spirit, being watchful to this end with all perseverance and supplication for all the saints
(Eph. 6:14-18). If you are reproached for the name of Christ, blessed are you, for the Spirit of
glory and of God rests upon you. On their part He is blasphemed, but on your part He is
glorified (1 pet. 4:14). Therefore, in Christ (Rom. 9:1, 1 Cor. 1:30) We pray (James 5:16) you will grow in

the grace and knowledge of our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ. To Him be the glory

both now and forever (2 ret. 3:18)! The Lord be magnified (ps. 40:16)! Glory to God in the
Highest (Luke 2:14)!

Bless the Lord, O your souls; and all that is within you, bless His holy name! Bless
the Lord, O your souls; and forget not all His benefits: who forgives all your inequities,
who heals all your diseases, who redeems your lives from destruction. Who crowns you
and your children (ps. 102:28) with loving kindness and tender mercies (ps. 103:1-4). The Lord
executes righteousness and justice for all who are oppressed (ps. 103:6). Like a flitting
sparrow, like a flying swallow, a curse without cause will not alight on you (prov. 26:2) or your
house (Gen 14:14, 2 sam. 6:21). There is no cause because as far as the east is from the west,
so far has He removed your transgressions from you and your children (ps. 103:12). So shall
they fear the name of the Lord from the west, and His glory from the rising of the sun;
when the enemy comes in, like a flood the Spirit of the Lord will lift up a standard against
him (s. 59:19). To God our Savior, who alone is wise, be glory and majesty, dominion and
power, both now and forever (ude 1:25)!

Abiding in the anointing of Jesus Christ (1 John 2:27) and abiding in the Son and the

Father @ohn 2:24), and one with Them (ohn 17:22), in truth (John 17:19) and in faith (acts 26:18) we

sanctify (1 John 17:17,19, Heb. 13:12) you and your entire bloodline (Gen. 17:7, prov. 11:21), your house

(Gen 14:14, 2 sam. 6:21) and all of your people (ps. 148:14); by the blood of the Lamb of God (rev.
7:14, 12:11); We sanctify your time ¢s. 97, 1s. 59:21) SO that you will always be in the will of God
(col. 1:9) through the communion of the Holy Spirit (2 cor. 13:14); and we sanctify your space
(Jos. 7:13, 2 chr. 29:5) by the overpowering presence of God (Judges 18:6, Ps. 17:1-2), who has made
His home in you @ohn 14:23). Now may the God of peace Himself sanctify you completely;
and may your whole spirit, soul, and body be preserved blameless at the coming of our

Lord Jesus Christ (1 Thess. 5:23). In the name of Jesus Christ, by His blood we are made

near (eph. 2:13), abiding in His name and His love being perfected in us @ John 4:12), we
proclaim the acceptable year of the Lord, and the day of vengeance of our God ¢s.61:2 In
Him who is our deliverer (ps. 18:2), as one (John 17:21) We execute the written judgment-- This
honor has all His saints (ps. 149:9). Inasmuch as there is none like You, O Lord, (You are
great, and Your name is great in might), who would not fear You, O King of the
nations? For this is Your rightful due, for among all the wise men of the nations, and in
all their kingdoms, there is none like You (er. 10:6-7).

God said it. We believe it. Itis settled forever. In Jesus' name (ohn 16:23) SO be it
Mark 11:23)! ' You, O Lord, shall endure forever, and the remembrance of your name to all
generations (ps. 102:12)! For Yours, O Lord, is the glory and the power and the kingdom
