1:30), believing that you President Trump and your bloodline and your 

descendants receive all we ask for you (Mark 11:24), knowing that it is the will of God and He 

hears us (1 John 5:14).  As a co-worker of God (1 Cor. 3:9) we continue petitioning (1 John 5:15) fervently 

(James 5:16) the Lord to let it be to you and your descendants according to His word (Luke 1:38).  

What we have asked shall be given to you and your house (Luke 11:9).  The counsel of the Lord 

stands forever, the plans of His heart to all generations (Ps. 33:11).  It is written: “My covenant I 

will not break, nor alter the word that has gone out of My lips” says the Lord God Almighty (Ps 

89:34).  God is watching over His word to perform it (Jer. 1:12) and it shall not return to Him void; 

but it shall accomplish His purpose and succeed in the thing for which He sent it (Is. 55:11).  The 

Lord gives voice before His army, for His camp is very great; for strong is the One who 

executes His word (Joel 2:11)!   Blessed be the name of God forever and ever, for wisdom and 

might are His!  And He changes the times and the seasons; He removes kings and raises up 

kings; He gives wisdom to the wise and knowledge to those who have understanding.  He 

reveals deep and secret things; He knows what is in the darkness, and light dwells with Him 

(Dan.  2:20-22).  You, O Lord, shall endure forever, and the remembrance of your name to all 

generations (Ps. 102:12)!  For Yours, O Lord, is the glory and the power and the kingdom forever 

(Matt. 6:13)!  Amen! 
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
