12:16), being kindly affectionate to others, giving preference; not lagging in diligence,
but fervent in spirit, serving the Lord; rejoicing in hope, patient in tribulation, continuing
steadfastly in prayer; given to hospitality, blessing and not cursing (rom. 12:9:15). May Our
Children ¢s. 61:9) meditate on whatever things are true, whatever things are noble,
whatever things are just, whatever things are pure, whatever things are lovely, whatever
things are of good report, if there is any virtue and if there is anything praiseworthy nil.
4:8), and may the words of their mouth and the meditation of their heart be acceptable in
God's sight. (ps. 19:14). Let the everlasting God, the Lord, the Creator of the ends of the
earth s.

They will sing of
Your power; yes, they will sing aloud of Your mercy in the morning; for You have been
their defense and refuge in the day of their trouble. To You, O our Strength, they will sing
praises; for God is our defense! The God of our mercy (ps. 59:16-17), our Redeemer (Gal. 4:5)!
In the name of Jesus Christ ohn 16:23), Who is the way, the truth, and the life @ohn
14:6), IN Christ (Rom. 9:1, 1 cor. 1:30) we ask the Father God (vath. 6:9) that He anoint Our Children
(s. 61:9) and their people (ps. 148:14) with the oil of joy ¢s. 61:3), and refresh them and their
family (acts 13:26) with His Spirit ¢s. 28:12, Acts 3:19). May all bitterness, wrath, anger, clamor,
and evil speaking be put away from Our Children gs. 61:9) and their house (Gen 14:14, 2 sam. 6:21)
and their nation (vath. 21:43), with all malice; instead they will be kind, tenderhearted and

forgiving (eph. 4:31-32), for the chastisement of their peace is upon Jesus Christ and by His

strips they are healed (s.53:5). In Christ (Rom. 9:1, 1 Cor. 1:30) We pray (James 5:16) that when they
are angry, that they do not sin (eph. 4:26), but forgive, and they will be forgiven (Luke 6:37).

May God, their healer (Ex. 15:26), restore their souls, deliver them from death (acts 2:24), and
lead Our Children gs. 61:9) and their family (acts 13:26) in the paths of righteousness (s. 23:3). In
Christ (Rom.

148:14) not be selfish and self-centered but deny themselves,
disregard, lose sight of, and forget themselves and their own interests (matt. 16:24 Amp.), NOt
seeking their own profit, but that of others (1 cor. 10:33), humbling themselves, Matt. 18:4),
having a conscience void of offense toward God and toward men (acts 24:16). May Our
Children ¢s. 61:9) and their family (acts 13:26) not exalt themselves with haughtiness and
empty pride (vat. 23:12 Ampiified), but be willing and obedient ¢s. 1:19) to serve (vatt. 23:11), NoOt
seeking their own, but the well-being of others @ cor. 10:24), considering themselves to be
least (1 cor. 15:9). Let Our Children gs. 61:9) and their people (ps. 148:14) not be puffed up, nor
behave rudely, nor seek their own, nor provoke others. Let Our Children ¢s. 61:9) not envy,
nor be boastful or parade themselves nor rejoice in inequity, but rejoice in truth ( cor. 13:4-6).
Let their hearts be filled with the love of God (onn 17:26), overflowing with rivers of living
water @ohn 7:38). Whatever they do in word or deed, let Our Children s. 61:9) and their family

(Acts 13:26) do all in the name of the Lord Jesus Christ (col. 3:17), being obedient in all things

(2 cor. 2:9), NOt seeking attention and glory from men @ Thess. 2:6), nor loving the praise of men
more than the praise of God ohn 12:43), nor doing charitable deeds before men, to be seen
by them (vatt. 6:1), but laying up for themselves treasures in heaven (vat. 6:20). Let Our
Children ¢s. 61:9) and their house (Gen 14:14, 2 sam. 6:21) and their nation (vath. 21:43) seek those
things which are above (col. 3:1), seeking grace and truth @ohn 1:17), justice (ps. 25:9) and
righteousness (matt. 5:6).

In the name of Jesus Christ (ohn 16:23), the door to salvation ohn 10:9), let Our
Children ¢s. 61:9) and their people (ps. 148:14) examine themselves as to whether they are in
the faith, testing themselves (2 cor. 13:5), cleansing themselves from all filthiness of the spirit
and flesh, perfecting holiness @ cor. 7:1. May the God of hope fill Our Children s. 61:9) with
all joy and peace in believing, that they may abound in hope by the power of the Holy
Spirit (rom. 15:13). May they give Our Children ¢s. 61:9) and their people (ps. 148:14) hearts

9:10) God's counsel in all things
(Rev. 3:18), quick to be obedient to His word (onn 14:15), receiving instruction (prov.13:1) of
wisdom (prov. 1:3), presenting themselves as slaves to God to obey (rom. 6:16), their
obedience leading to righteousness (rom.

Jesus Christ eph. 5:4). Let Our Children ¢s. 61:9) and their people (ps. 148:14) be secure in the

love of God (rom. 5:5), trusting God (is. 26:4), keeping their minds on God and obtaining
perfect peace (s. 26:3). Let Our Children gs. 61:9) and their house (Gen 14:14, 2 sam. 6:21) and their
nation (vath.
