5:16) that Our Children s. 61:9) and their house (Gen 14:14, 2 sam. 6:21) and their nation (vath. 21:43)
beware lest they fall from their own steadfastness, being led away with the error of the
wicked (2 pet. 3:17), that they not turn away from God who called them in the grace of
Christ, to a different gospel (ca. 1:6) and set aside the grace of God (Gal. 2:21). God who
alone is wise (1 Tim. 1:17), keep Our Children ¢s. 61:9) and their people (ps. 148:14) from

becoming estranged from Christ, nor from falling from grace (cal. 5:4), but the grace of our
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Lord Jesus Christ be with their spirit (cal. 6:18) in Sincerity (eph. 6:24). That they and their

people (ps. 148:14) grow in the grace and knowledge of our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ

(2 pet. 3:18). In Christ (Rom. 9:1, 1 cor. 1:30) We pray (James 5:16) that Our Children gs. 61:9) and their
house (Gen 14:14, 2 sam. 6:21) and their nation (vath. 21:43) believe on Him who justifies the
ungodly rom. 4:5), and being justified freely by God's grace through the redemption that is
in Christ Jesus (rom. 3:24) that they will receive the kingdom which cannot be shaken, that

they will have grace, by which they may serve God acceptably with reverence and godly
fear (Heb. 12:28). In Christ (Rom. 9:1, 1 cor. 1:30) We pray (ames s:16) that they will gird up the loins
of their mind, be sober, and rest their hope fully upon the grace that is to be brought to

them at the revelation of Jesus Christ; as obedient children, not conforming themselves

to the former lusts, as in their ignorance; but as Jesus who called them is holy, they also
be holy in all their conduct @ pet. 1:13-15). For this very reason, in Christ (rom. 9:1, 1 Cor. 1:30) We
pray (ames 5:16) that Our Children ¢s. s1:9) will give all diligence to add to their faith virtue, to
virtue knowledge, to knowledge self-control, to self-control perseverance, to
perseverance godliness, to godliness brotherly kindness, and to brotherly kindness love,
that these things are theirs and abound in them, so that they will be neither barren nor

unfruitful in the knowledge of our Lord Jesus Christ (2 pet. 1:5-8). God resists the proud,

but gives grace to the humble @ames 4:6). In Christ (Rom. 9:1, 1 Cor. 1:30) We pray (James 5:16) that
Our Children ¢s. 61:9) and their house (Gen 14:14, 2 sam. 6:21) and their nation (math. 21:43) will
submit to God, resist the devil and he will flee from them; that they and their house (Gen
14:14, 2 sam. 6:21) and their nation (vath. 21:43) will draw near to God and He will draw near to
them; and that they will cleanse their hands, and purify their hearts (James 4:7-8), denying
ungodliness and worldly lusts, living soberly, righteously, and godly in this present age

judgment was made in favor of the saints of the Most-High, and the time has come for the

61:9)
and their descendants (Gen. 17:7, Prov. 11:21) according to His word (Luke 1:38) and what we have
asked shall be given to them (Luke 11:9) and their house (Gen 14:14, 2 sam.
