In the name of Jesus Christ, the breath of the Almighty (Job 33:4 we

speak words of life over you and your entire house (Gen 14:14, 2 sam. 6:21), all of your family on
every side (acts 13:26), all of your blood from the beginning of time until the end of time (prov. 11:21),
all those by adoption (cal. 4:5), and all those by marriage @udge 12:9, 2 chr. 18:1), all your natural seed
(2 sam. 7:12) and all of your spiritual seed @ Tim. 1:2), your land and your nation. According to the

multitude of His tender mercies (ps. 69:16.Lam. 3:32), in the everlasting name of Jesus Christ,

captain of the Lord's host (osh. 5:15), we go up into the gaps to stand in battle on the day of the
Lord, to build a wall (ezek. 13:5) for you, your posterity (prov. 11:21) and your house (Gen 14:14, 2 Sam. 6:21),
for your entire family, your friends, neighbors and countrymen( Tim.

16:4), and likewise at
evening (1 chr. 23:30). May the God of your salvation gather you and your family together, and
deliver you, so that you will give thanks to His holy name, and triumph in His praise ( chr. 16:35).
Let you and your house give thanks to the Lord your God and sing praises to His name; for He
is the tower of your salvation, and shows mercy to you, His anointed, and to your descendants
forevermore (2 sam. 22:5051). Blessed be the Lord God of Israel from everlasting to everlasting @
Chr. 16:36).

Lift up your eyes to the heavens, for His salvation is forever, and His
righteousness will not be abolished s. 51:6). In Christ (rom. 9:1, 1 cor. 1:30) we pray that you and
your house will give thanks to the Lord Most-High, and sing praises to His name; to declare His
loving-kindness in the morning, and His faithfulness every night (ps. 92:2-3).

Now thanks be to God who always leads you and your house in triumph in Christ, and
through you diffuses the fragrance of His knowledge in every place (2 cor. 2:14). For you and your
people are to God the fragrance of Christ (2 cor. 2:15-15), the aroma of life @ cor. 2:16). In Christ
(Rom. 9:1, 1 Cor. 1:30) We give thanks for you and your house, making mention of you in our prayers;

And walk in love, as Christ also has loved you and given Himself for you, an
offering and a sacrifice to God for a sweet-smelling aroma Eph. 5:1-2). In Christ (Rom. 9:1, 1 Cor. 1:30)
we pray for you and your house, and ask our Father in Heaven, in the name of our Lord Jesus
Christ, who gave Himself for you, that He might purify for Himself you and your family as His
own special people, zealous for good works (titus 2:14). In Christ (rom. 9:1, 1 cor. 1:30) We pray that
you may be filled with the knowledge of His will in all wisdom and spiritual understanding; that
you and yours may have a walk worthy of the Lord, fully pleasing Him, being fruitful in every

good work and increasing in the knowledge of God; strengthened with all might, according to

YOU (1 Thess. 5:16-18). IN Christ (rom. 9:1, 1 cor. 1:30) We implore you and your people, do not quench
the Spirit (1 Thess. 5:19), but test all things; hold fast what is good, and abstain from every form of
evil (1 Thess. 5:21-22). Let fornication and all uncleanness or covetousness not be named among
you, neither filthiness, nor foolish talking, nor coarse jesting, but rather giving of thanks ph. 5:3-
4). In Christ (rom. 9:1, 1 cor. 1:30) we thank God, whom we serve with a pure conscience (2 Tim. 1:3),
that we may be filled with joy (2 Tim. 1:4), because of the genuine faith that is in you and your
house 2 Tim. 1:5). May you and your people not be lovers of yourselves, lovers of money,
boasters, proud, blasphemers, disobedient to parents, unthankful, unholy, unloving,
unforgiving, slanderers, without self-control, brutal, despisers of good, traitors, headstrong,
haughty, lovers of pleasure rather than lovers of God, having a form of godliness but denying
its power. And, in Christ (rom. 9:1, 1 cor. 1:30) we pray, from such people you and your family turn
away (2 Tim. 3:2-5)! In Christ (rom. 9:1, 1 cor. 1:30) we pray that you and your people will not be drunk
with wine; but be filled with the Spirit, speaking to one another in psalms and hymns and
spiritual songs, singing and making melody in your heart to the Lord, giving thanks always for

all things to God the Father in the name of our Lord Jesus Christ (eph. 5:18-20). Every good gift

and every perfect gift are from above, and comes down from the Father of lights, from whom
there is no variation or shadow of turning @ames 1:17. Now may the God of peace Himself
sanctify you and your people completely; and may your whole spirit, soul, and body be

preserved blameless at the coming of our Lord Jesus Christ (1 Thess. 5:23. May our God and

Father Himself, and our Lord Jesus Christ, make you and your house increase and abound in

love to one another and to all, so that He may establish your hearts blameless in holiness

before our God and Father at the coming of our Lord Jesus Christ with all His saints (1 Thess.

fools (rom. 1:21-22). Instead, may the fire of the Lord Jesus Christ be kindled in your hearts (Luke

12:49). In Christ (Rom. 9:1, 1 cor. 1:30) We pray that, by the mercies of God (rom 12:1), you and your
people will freely offer (Lev. 1:3, Lev. 22:29) your bodies as a living sacrifice, holy, acceptable to God
(Rom. 12:1), @ Sweet aroma to the Lord (eph. 5:2, Lev. 1:17); t0 do good and to share (Heb.13:16) the bread
of Christ ohn 6:51); to give your life to serve and to follow Christ (ohn 12:26), for with such
sacrifices God is well pleased (Heb. 13:16). Surely, you and your house will not allow the salt of
the covenant of your God to be lacking (ev. 2:13); instead you and your house shall be saturated
with the oil of anointing ¢s.

that having been justified by faith, you and your house have peace with God through our Lord

Jesus Christ (rom5:1). Let you and your family enter into His gates with thanksgiving, and into

mercy is everlasting, and His truth endures to all generations (ps. 100:1-5. With gladness, both
with thanksgivings and singing (Nen. 12:27), may you and your people praise in the gates of the
Lord 2 chr. 31:2). Let you and your people wash your hands with innocence, and go about His
altar (ps. 26:6), be planted in the house of the Lord (ps. 92:13), love the habitation of His house, and
the place where His glory dwells (ps. 26:8), and flourish in the courts of our God (ps. 92:13), that you
may proclaim with the voice of thanksgiving (ps. 26:7), and magnify Him with heart felt

thanksgiving (ps. 69:30).

1:30) We pray that you
and your house, His people and the sheep of His pasture, will give Him thanks forever; that
you and your house will show forth His praise to all generations (ps. 79:13).

22:29), we will offer to
our God and Father (rom. 15:5) the sacrifice of thanksgiving and will call upon the name of the
Lord (rs. 116:17). We will offer sacrifices of joy in His tabernacle; we will sing, yes, we will sing
praises to the Lord (ps. 27.6). Now therefore, our God, we thank You and praise Your glorious
name (1 chr. 29:13).

11:23)!  You, O Lord, shall endure forever, and the remembrance of your name to all
generations (ps.
