your children and make His home with you ohn 14:23). Oh, bless our God! And make the

Your covenant You will not break, nor alter the word that has gone out of
Your lips (ps. 89:34), O God of Mercy! May all these things come to pass by the word of the
Lord, and not one word will fail of any of the good things which the Lord has spoken to you
(Joshua 23:14)!

Being called, justified and glorified by God (rom. 8:30), abiding in the Son and the Father
(John 2:24), and one with Them @ohn 17:22), in truth @ohn 17:19) and in faith (acts 26:18) we sanctify (1 John
17:17,19, Heb. 13:12) you and your entire bloodline (Gen. 17:7, Prov. 11:21), your house (Gen 14:14, 2 Sam. 6:21)
and all of your people (ps. 148:14); by the blood of the Lamb of God (rev. 7:14, 12:11); we sanctify
your time s. 9:7, 1s. 59:21) SO that you will always be in the will of God (col. 1:9) through the
communion of the Holy Spirit (2 cor. 13:14); and we sanctify your space (Jos. 7:13, 2 chr. 29:5) by the
overpowering presence of God (Judges 18:6, Ps. 17:1-2), Who has made His home in you (john 14:23).
Now may the God of peace Himself sanctify you completely; and may your whole spirit, soul,

and body be preserved blameless at the coming of our Lord Jesus Christ (1 Thess.5:23). In the
