3:.9), SO that you and your family (acts 13:26) may
receive Christ Jesus the Lord (col. 1:19) into your heart (acts 8:37). According to the eternal

purpose (eph 3:1) it has been granted to you, on behalf of Christ, to believe in Him hi. 1:29),

Jesus Christ, in whom you have boldness and access with confidence through faith in

Him to God Almighty Eph. 3:11-12). May you and your family (acts 13:26) trust in Jesus Christ,
hear and believe the word of truth, the gospel of your salvation; believing and being
sealed with the Holy Spirit of promise, who is the guarantee of your inheritance until the
redemption of the purchased possession (you), to the praise of His glory (ph. 1:13-14). In
Christ (Rom. 9:1, 1 Cor. 1:30) We pray ames 5:16) that you and all of your family (acts 13:26) will count

all things loss for the excellence of the knowledge of Christ Jesus our Lord, for whom

you will gladly suffer all the loss of all things, and count them as rubbish, that you may
gain Christ and be found in Him, not having your own righteousness, but that which is
through faith in Christ, the righteousness which is from God by faith; that you and your
people (ps.

For He will be merciful to your
unrighteousness, and your sins and your lawless deeds He will remember no more (Heb.
8:10-12). In Christ (Rom. 9:1, 1 Cor. 1:30) We pray (James 5:16) that you and your family (acts 13:26) will

believe in Jesus Christ through the word, be sanctified by faith in Christ (acts 26:18), that

you all may be one, as God is in Jesus Christ, and Jesus Christ in God; that you also

may be one in Them (gohn 17:19-21). Let you and your family (acts 13:26) abide in Jesus Christ,
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and His words abide in you so that you will ask what you desire, and it shall be done for
Yyou @ohn 15:7). May you and your family (acts 13:26) glorify God for the obedience of your
confession to the gospel of Christ (2 cor. 9:13), glorifying God in your body and in your spirit,
which are God's (1 cor. 6:20. Thanks be to God for His indescribable gift 2 cor. 9:15)!

16:7), in Christ (ohn 15:4) We pray @ames 5:16) that you are a

fellow worker in Christ Jesus (rom. 16:3), an ambassador of Christ ( cor. 5:20), a fellow

worker for the Truth 3 John 1:8), abiding in Him, and born of Him (1 John 2:29), and one with
Him (John 17:22). In Christ (John 15:4) Wwe pray (James 5:16) you are a chosen vessel of Jesus
Christ, to bear His name (acts 9;15), @ vessel of honor (rom. 9:21), a vessel of ministry (Heb. 9:21),
a vessel of mercy (rom. 9:23), so that Christ might make known through you the riches of
His glory (rom.
