None of you
shall teach his neighbor, and none his brother, saying, "Know the Lord,' for all shall know
Him, from the least of you to the greatest of you. For He will be merciful to your

unrighteousness, and your sins and your lawless deeds He will remember no more (Heb.
6



8:10-12). In Christ (Rom. 9:1, 1 Cor. 1:30) We pray (James 5:16) that you and your family (acts 13:26) will

believe in Jesus Christ through the word, be sanctified by faith in Christ (acts 26:18), that

you all may be one, as God is in Jesus Christ, and Jesus Christ in God; that you also

may be one in Them (John 17:19-21). Let you and your family (acts 13:26) abide in Jesus Christ,

and His words abide in you so that you will ask what you desire, and it shall be done for
Yyou @ohn 15:7). May you and your family (acts 13:26) glorify God for the obedience of your
confession to the gospel of Christ (2 cor. 9:13), glorifying God in your body and in your spirit,
which are God's (1 cor.
