(Eph. 6:24). That you and your people grow in the grace and knowledge of our Lord and Savior

Jesus Christ (2pet. 3:-18). In Christ Rom. 9:1, 1 Cor. 1:30) We pray that you and your house believe

on Him who justifies the ungodly rom. 4:5), and being justified freely by God's grace through

the redemption that is in Christ Jesus (rom. 3:24) that you will receive the kingdom which

cannot be shaken, that you will have grace, by which you may serve God acceptably with
reverence and godly fear (Heb. 12:28). In Christ Rom. 9:1, 1 Cor. 1:30) we pray that you and yours will
gird up the loins of your mind, be sober, and rest your hope fully upon the grace that is to be

brought to you at the revelation of Jesus Christ; as obedient children, not conforming

yourselves to the former lusts, as in your ignorance; but as Jesus who called you is holy, you

1:30) W€
pray that you will give all diligence to add to your faith virtue, to virtue knowledge, to
knowledge self-control, to self-control perseverance, to perseverance godliness, to godliness
brotherly kindness, and to brotherly kindness love, that these things are yours and abound in
you, so that you will be neither barren nor unfruitful in the knowledge of our Lord Jesus
Christ (2 pet. 1:5-8).  God resists the proud but gives grace to the humble @ames 4:6). In Christ Rom.
9:1, 1 cor. 1:30) we pray that you and your house will submit to God, resist the devil and he will
flee from you; that you and your house will draw near to God and He will draw near to you;
and that you and your people will cleanse your hands, and purify your hearts (James 4:7-8),
denying ungodliness and worldly lusts, living soberly, righteously, and godly in this present

age (mitus 2:12). Let you and your house be strong in the grace that is in Christ Jesus (2 Tim. 2:1),

who gave Himself for you, that He might redeem you from every lawless deed and purify for
Himself His own special people, zealous for good works (mitus 2:14). Let you and your house
pursue peace with all men, and holiness: looking diligently lest you should fall short of the
grace of God; lest any root of bitterness springing up to cause trouble, and thus you become
defiled; lest you sell your birthright (Heb. 12:14-16). In Christ Rom. 9:1, 1 cor. 1:30) we pray that you will

elect according to the foreknowledge of God the Father, in sanctification of the Spirit, for



obedience and sprinkling of the blood of Jesus Christ (1 ret. 1:2), SO you receive an inheritance

incorruptible and undefiled and that does not fade away, reserved in heaven for you, who are

kept by the power of God through faith for salvation (1 ret. 1:4-5). Blessed be the God and

Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, who according to His abundant mercy has begotten you to
a living hope (1 pet. 1:3), that the genuineness of your faith, may be found to praise, honor, and
glory at the revelation of Jesus Christ (1 pet. 1:7), and that believing, you will rejoice with joy

inexpressible and full of glory, receiving the end of your faith the salvation of your souls (1 pet.
1:8-9). To Him be the glory both now and forever @ ret. 3:18)! Grace and peace be multiplied to
YOU (1 Pet.

1:30) we pray that God will go with you and your house
and be among you, even though you are a stiff-necked people; and He will pardon your
iniquity and your sin, and take you as His inheritance Ex. 34:9). In Christ Rom. 9:1, 1 Cor. 1:30) We

ask that the God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ will show you and your house His

glory (x. 33:18); that God Almighty will make His goodness pass before you, and He will
proclaim the name of the Lord before you Ex. 33:19); that He will give you a peg in His holy
place, that He may enlighten your eyes Ezma. 9:8) that God may bless you and your house
forever (ps. 45:2). For the Lord God is a sun and shield; the Lord will give grace and glory; no
good thing will He withhold from those who walk uprightly. O Lord of hosts blessed is the

person who trusts in You (ps. 84:1)! For you know the grace of our Lord Jesus Christ, that

though He was rich, yet for your sakes He became poor, that you through His poverty might

become rich 2 cor. 8:9), in soul and spirit. And the God of peace will crush Satan under your



feet shortly. The grace of our Lord Jesus Christ be with you (rom. 16:20. May God break the

bands of your yoke and make you and your people walk upright (Lev. 26:13). In Christ Rom. 9:1, 1
cor.

4:15.. Grace to you and peace from Him who is and who was and who is to come, and from the

seven Spirits who are before His throne, and from Jesus Christ, the faithful witness, the

firstborn from the dead, and the ruler over the kings of the earth. To Him who loved you and
washed you from your sins in His own blood and has made you kings and priests to His God
and Father, to Him be glory and dominion forever and ever (Rev. 1:4-6)!

in the Son and the Father onn 2:24), and one with Them ohn 17:22), in truth @ohn 17:19) and in faith
(Acts 26:18) We sanctify (1 John 17:17,19, Heb. 13:12) You and your entire bloodline (Gen. 17:7, Prov. 11:21), your

house (Gen 14:14, 2 sam. 6:21) and all of your people (ps. 148:14); by the blood of the Lamb of God (rev.



7:14, 12:11); we sanctify your time ¢s. 9.7, 1s. 59:21) so that you will always be in the will of God (col. 1:9)
through the communion of the Holy Spirit 2 cor. 13:14); and we sanctify your space os. 7:13, 2 chr.
29:5) by the overpowering presence of God (udges 186, Ps. 17:1-2), who has made His home in you
Wohn 14:23). Now may the God of peace Himself sanctify you completely; and may your whole

spirit, soul, and body be preserved blameless at the coming of our Lord Jesus Christ (1 Thess.

5:23). In the name of Jesus Christ, from the rising of the sun, even to its going down, His

name shall be great among the nations (vatt. 1:11), and His love being perfected in us (1 John 4:12),
we proclaim the acceptable year of the Lord, and the day of vengeance of our God ¢s. 61:2)! In
Him who has the keys of Hades and of Death (rev. 1:18) @s one ohn 17:21) we execute the written
judgment-- This honor has all His saints. So the nations shall fear the name of the Lord, and
all the kings of the earth Your glory (ps. 102:15).
