30:5, Ps. 119:140), proven (ps. 18:30), and eternal, for heaven and earth will pass away, but God’s
word will by no means pass away (vatt. 24:35); it is living, and powerful (Heb. 4:12); it sSearches
the hearts of man (rev. 2:23), like a two edged sword, piercing even to the division of soul
and spirit, and is a discerner of the thoughts and intents of the heart (Heb.

of His power (Heb. 1:3), as a fellow worker in Christ Jesus (rom. 16;3), abiding in Him, and

born of Him (1 Jonn 2:29) we come boldly to the throne of grace and obtain mercy and find
grace (Heb.

148:14) to walk in the spirit and avoid the lust of the flesh (cal. 5:16), the snare in their midst
(Ex. 34:12). In Christ (Rom. 9:1, 1 Cor. 1:30) We pray ames 5:16) that Our Children s. 61:9) and their
people (ps. 148:14) not be overcome by evil, but overcome evil with good (Rom. 12:21). May Our
Children ¢s. 61:9) and their people (ps. 148:14) not be deceived nor their minds be corrupted

from the simplicity that is in Christ Jesus ( cor. 11:3). Let them and their family (acts 13:26) not

be tempted by the lust of the flesh, the lust of the eyes, or the pride of life (1 John 2:16), NOr
give place to the devil (eph.

(Luke 22:40). IN Christ (Rom. 9:1, 1 cor. 1:30) We pray (James 5:16) that they and their family (acts 13:26)
will cleanse themselves from secret faults (ps. 19:12). According to the riches of His grace
(Eph. 1:7), may God the Judge of all (Heb. 12:23), keep back His servants also from
presumptuous sin. Let sin not have dominion over them and their people (s. 148:14). Then
Our Children ¢s. 61:9) and their family (acts 13:26) shall be blameless, and they shall be

innocent of great transgression (ps. 19:13). In the name of Jesus Christ (ohn 16:23), the Son

(s.61:9) an ear to hear the Spirit, that they and their family (acts 13:26) will overcome and sit
with Him on His Throne (rev. 3:21), being sealed as the servants of our God on their
foreheads (rev. 7:3), and that they will wash their robes and make themselves white in the
blood of the lamb (Rev. 7:14). In Christ (Rom. 9:1, 1 Cor. 1:30) We pray (James 5:16), in the name of

Jesus Christ (John 16:23), the author and finisher of their faith (Heb. 12:2), that as they are

tested, that they and their people (ps. 148:14) are faithful until death, that they will endure all
temptation @ames 1:12) and will receive the crown of life (rev. 2:10); they and their family (acts
13:26) Will overcome by the blood of the Lamb and by the word of their testimony, and they
will not love their lives to the death (rev. 12:11); they and their people (ps. 148:14) shall die in the
Lord and be blessed, that they may rest from their labors and their works shall follow
them (rev. 14:13) and their people (s. 148:14). According to the faith of God's elect (Titus 1:1),
God will make each one of them new (rev. 21:5), @ new creation (2 cor.5:17). Our Children s.
61:9) shall drink from the fountain of water of life freely (rev21:6). With joy they will draw
water from the wells of salvation ¢s. 12:3). Our Children (s. 61:9) and their people (ps. 148:14)
shall overcome and not be hurt by the second death (rev. 2:11). In Christ (Rom. 9:1, 1 Cor. 1:30)
we pray ames 5:16) that they and their family (acts 13:26) will overcome and inherit all things.
That He will be their God and they will be His sons and daughters (rev. 21:6-7). Our God,
the God of righteousness (ps.

of His grace toward them and their people (ps. 148:14) in Christ Jesus (eph. 2:4-7. Grace and
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peace be multiplied to Our Children gs. 61:9) and their family (acts 13:26) in the knowledge of

61.9), to everyone who is among them, not to think of themselves more highly than they
ought to think (rom. 12:3); nor be tempted by pride, for pride goes before destruction, and a
haughty spirit before a fall (prov. 16:18) and Leviathan is king over all the children of pride (Job
41:34). In Christ (rom. 9:1, 1 Cor. 1:30) We pray (James 5:16) that Our Children gs. 61:9) and their family
(Acts 13:26) Will think soberly, as God has dealt to each one a measure of faith (rom. 12:3), and
that they and their people (ps. 148:14) will walk by faith and not by sight 2 cor. 5:7). In Christ
(Rom. 9:1, 1 Cor. 1:30) W€ pray (James 5:16) that their delight is in the fear of the Lord, and they and
their people (ps. 148:14) Will not judge by the sight of their eyes, nor decide by the hearing of
their ears (s. 11:3); but that they will give attention to the word of God and incline their ear
to His sayings (prov. 4:20). In Christ (Rom. 9:1, 1 Cor. 1:30) We pray (James 5:16) that they and their
people (ps. 148:14) Will not let them depart from their eyes; keep them in the midst of their
hearts; for they are life to those who find them, and health to all their flesh. Let them and
their people (ps. 148:14) keep their heart with all diligence, for out of it spring the issues of
life (Prov. 4:21:23). In Christ (Rom. 9:1, 1 Cor. 1:30) We pray (James 5:16) that Our Children ¢s. 61:9) and
their family (acts 13:26) will, giving all diligence, add to their faith virtue, to virtue knowledge,
to knowledge self-control, to self-control perseverance, to perseverance godliness, to

godliness brotherly kindness, and to brotherly kindness love. For if these things are



theirs and abound in them and their family (acts 13:26), they will be neither barren nor
unfruitful in the knowledge of their Lord Jesus Christ 2 ret. 1:5-8). O Lord, our Lord, how

excellent is Your name in all the earth, You who set Your glory above the heavens (ps. 8:1)!

As a fellow worker for the Truth (3 Jonn 1:8), abiding in the Son and the Father ohn
2:24), and one with Them (ohn 17:22), in truth ohn 17:19) and in faith (acts 26:18) we sanctify (1 John
17:17,19, Heb. 13:12) Our Children gs. 61:9) and their entire bloodline (Gen. 17:7, Prov. 11:21), their nation
(Math. 21:43) and all of their people (Gen 14:14, 2 sam. 6:21); by the blood of the Lamb of God (rev.
7:14, 12:11); We sanctify their time ¢s. 9.7, 1s. 59:21) S0 that they will always be in the will of God
(Col. 1:9) through the communion of the Holy Spirit (2 cor. 13:14); and we sanctify their space
(Jos. 7:13, 2 chr. 29:5) by the overpowering presence of God (ps. 17:1-2), who has made His home
in them (ohn 14:23). Now may the God of peace Himself sanctify them completely; and may
their whole spirit, soul, and body be preserved blameless at the coming of our Lord_

61:9) and
their house (Gen 14:14, 2 sam. 6:21), their entire bloodline (Gen. 17:7, Prov. 11:21), all of their people (s.
148:14), their family (acts 13:26), their children and their children’s children (rov. 11:21) as our joint

inheritance (eph. 1:18) with our Lord Jesus Christ (cal. 4.7). By the Ancient of Days,
