May you and your family (acts 13:26) purify your souls in obeying the
truth through the Spirit in sincere love of the brethren, loving one another fervently with a
pure heart (1 ret. 1:22) for love is of God; and everyone who loves is born of God and knows

God (1John 4:7). Let you and your people (ps. 148:14) abide in love that you may abide in God,
