1:30) we pray that you President Trump 

and your bloodline and your house shall seek the Lord and His strength; seek His face ever 

more, glory in His holy name and let your hearts rejoice (1 Chr. 16:10-11) for the joy of the Lord is 

your strength (Neh. 8:10).  Let you and your people look to your maker, and your eyes will have 

respect for the Holy One of Israel (Is. 17:7).  In Christ (Rom. 9:1, 1 Cor. 1:30) we pray that you President 

Trump and your bloodline shall hear the words of the book, and your eyes shall see out of 

obscurity and out of darkness, that you shall increase your joy in the Lord and rejoice in the Holy 

One of Israel (Is.

May you and your people be blameless, as a steward 

of God, not self-willed, not quick-tempered, not given to wine, nor violent, not greedy for money, 

but hospitable, a lover of what is good, sober-minded, just, holy, self-controlled, holding fast the 

faithful word, being of sound doctrine (Titus 1:7-9).  Remember Your covenant, O Lord (Ezek. 16:60).  In 

Christ (Rom. 9:1, 1 Cor. 1:30) we pray that Jehovah-Raah, the Lord our Shepherd (Ps. 23:1) will put His 

laws into your hearts and in your minds He will write them.  Your sins and your lawless deeds 

He will remember no more (Heb. 10:16-17).  Let you President Trump and your bloodline and your 

family have the boldness to enter the Holiest by the blood of Jesus (Heb. 9:12).  In Christ (Rom. 9:1, 1 

Cor. 1:30) we pray you and yours will sanctify (Eph. 5:6) your house and carry out the rubbish from the 

temple of the Holy Spirit, your bodies (1 Cor. 6:19).  May you sanctify and cleanse yourselves with 

the washing of water by the word, not having spot or wrinkle or any such thing, but that you 

should be holy and without blemish (Eph.

(Heb. 3:1), in Christ (Rom. 9:1, 1 Cor. 1:30) we pray that you President Trump and your bloodline and your 

people will have an anointing from the Holy One, and know all things (1 John 2:20), that light, insight, 

perception, intelligence, understanding, and wisdom be found in you and yours (Dan. 5:11) Amplified.  

Let you and your family build yourselves up on your most holy faith, praying in the Holy Spirit, 

keeping yourselves in the love of God, looking for the mercy of our Lord Jesus Christ to eternal 

life (Jude 1:20-21).

As a vessel of mercy, so that Christ might make known to you President Trump the riches 

of His glory, we claim you President Trump and your house, your entire bloodline, all of your 

people, your family, your children and your children’s children as our joint inheritance (Eph. 1:18) 

with our Lord Jesus Christ (Gal. 4:7).  By the Ancient of Days, judgment was made in favor of the 

saints of the Most-High, and the time has come for the saints to possess the kingdom (Dan. 7:22).  

Awake, you who sleep, arise from the dead, and Christ will give you light; awake to 

righteousness, and do not sin!
