3:6), children of
wrath (Eph. 2:3), but Instead, children of God rom. 8:16), and your obedience will become known
to all, for you will be wise in what is good, and simple concerning evil Rom. 16:19). Let you
execute true justice, show mercy and compassion everyone to his brother. Surely, you will
not oppress the widow or the fatherless, the alien or the poor. Let none of you plan evil in his

heart against his brother (zech. 7:8-10). In the name of Jesus ohn 16:23), who gave Himself for

you, that He might redeem you from every lawless deed (titus 2:14), in Christ (Rom. 9:1, 1 Cor. 1:30)
we pray, for you, that you will not let sin reign in your mortal body, that you will not obey it in
its lusts (Rom. 6:12), becoming slaves to sin (rom. 6:16) Or present yourselves as instruments of
unrighteousness to sin, but instead may you present yourselves to God as being alive from
the dead, and yourselves as instruments of righteousness to God (Rrom. 6:13-14), being slaves of
obedience to righteousness rom. 6:16). For sin shall not have dominion over you, for you are
not under law but under grace. rom. 6:14). And the God of peace will crush Satan under your
feet shortly (Rom. 16:20). In Christ Rom. 9:1, 1 cor. 1:30) we pray that now you will put off all these:
anger, wrath, malice, blasphemy, filthy language out of your mouth, lying and put off the old
man with his deeds, the lusts of the flesh (1 John 2:16), instead may you put on the new man who
is renewed in knowledge according to the image of God who created him (col3:8-10). God, who
is rich in mercy, because of His great love for you, even when you were dead in trespasses,

pursuing the fulfilment of the desires of the flesh and of the mind Eph. 2:3), made you alive



together with Christ (by grace you have been saved), and raised you up together, and made

you sit together in the heavenly places in Christ Jesus, that in the ages to come He might

show the exceeding riches of His grace in His kindness toward you in Christ Jesus (Eph.3:4-7).

your conscience from dead works (Heb. 9:14), SO that you will obey God's voice and keep His
covenant Ex. 19:5), His charge, His commandments, His statutes, and His laws (Gen. 26:5. And
you shall be a special treasure to Him above all the people, for all the earth is His Ex. 19:5).
May you be a kingdom of priests and a holy family Ex. 19:6). Let the Lord of hosts, the God of
Israel declare that you wer. 35:19), because of your obedience (er. 35:18), will not lack a man to
stand before God forever er. 35:19). In Christ (Rom. 9:1, 1 Cor. 1:30) We pray that you will diligently
obey God's commandments today, to love the Lord your God and serve Him with all your
heart and with all your soul, so that God will give you the rain for your land in its season, the
early rain and the latter rain, that you may gather in your grain, your new wine, and your oil
(Deut.

17:23) and receive
correction (er. 7;28), that you will return and He will heal your backsliding er. 3:22), and you will
amend your ways and your doings, and obey the voice of the Lord your God er. 26:13). In
Christ (Rom. 9:1, 1 cor. 1:30) We pray that you will incline your ear (er. 17:23), that you do not
backslide er. 3:14), nor walk in the counsels and in the imagination of your evil heart and go
backward and not forward wer. 7:24). For the ways of man are before the eyes of the Lord, and
He ponders all his paths (prov. 5:21). If any among you does not obey the truth (cal. 3:1), in Christ
(Rom. 9:1, 1 Cor. 1:30) We pray that you will note that person and you will not keep company with
him. Yet you will not count him as an enemy, but admonish him as a brother (2 Tess.3:14-15),
with faith working through love (cais:6). In Christ (Rom. 9:1, 1 cor. 1:30) We pray that the covenant

that God has made with you, you will not forget. But the Lord your God you shall fear; and



He will deliver you from the hand of all your enemies @«in. 17:38-39). When you are in distress
(Rom. 8:35), iIN Christ Rom. 9:1, 1 cor. 1:30) we pray you will put your trust in the Lord your God (ps. 4:5)
and obey His voice (uet. 4:30) from the heart (rom. 6:17), for the Lord your God is a merciful God
(ouet. 431). God is ready to pardon, gracious and merciful, slow to anger, abundant in kindness,
and will not forsake you (nen. 9:17), nor destroy you, nor forget the covenant (peut. 4:30-31) he has
with you through the blood of Jesus (1 cor.
