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Hebrews 4:16 NIV - Let us then approach God’s throne of grace with confidence, so that we may receive 
mercy and find grace to help us in our time of need. 
 

Key Points in this Scripture: 
▪ Approaching the Throne: The "throne of grace" represents a place of divine authority mixed with 

compassion rather than mere judgment. 
▪ Confidence: The invitation to come "boldly" means having freedom of speech, eliminating fear and 

shame. 
▪ Mercy and Grace: The verse promises both mercy (withholding deserving punishment) and grace 

(unmerited favor/strength) to aid in moments of weakness, temptation, or suffering.  
 

Today’s Message: This Chapter 
 

▪ I come to tell you that this chapter in your life is all about you and God. 
▪ This chapter right here is where you grow with “HIM”. 
▪ You see what is going on in this world right now.  
▪ This chapter is where God strengthen you. 
▪ This chapter is where God will push and prepare you.  
▪ In this chapter, you will learn more about God true unconditional love. 
▪ Right now, God! In this chapter of our lives, we need all of you.

▪ God don’t need a perfect prayer. 
▪ All you need to do “Whisper Him Name” and “Approach the Throne of Grace with Confidence”. 

 

In “THIS CHAPTER”, the Word of God says: 
▪ Casting all your care upon Him, for He cares for you (1 Peter 5:7 NKJV). 
▪ And the Lord, He is the One who goes before you. He will be with you; He will not leave you nor 

forsake you; do not fear nor be dismayed (Deuteronomy 31:8 NKJV). 
▪ Yea, though I walk through the valley of the shadow of death, I will fear no evil; For You are with me; 

Your rod and Your staff, they comfort me (Psalms 23:4 NKJV). 
▪ And you will seek Me and find Me, when you search for Me with all your heart (Jeremiah 29:13 NKJV). 
▪ No weapon formed against me shall prosper (Isaiah 54:17 NKJV).  

 

God is telling us during “This Chapter”, were there is so much depression, sadness, stress, anxiety, false 
teaching, lust, fornication, adultery, lying, selfishness, greed, injustice, poverty and abomination; but 
Stand strong on the Word of God, seek Him with all your heart with confidence and He will help us in our 
time of need.
