God communicates with us daily through His Word, the Holy Spirit, and life's circumstances. Most of us
miss His messages because we're not listening.

Biblical Signs and Verses:
= Through the Bible: Scripture is the primary way God speaks, offering guidance, correction, and
wisdom.

o Verse: "Your word is a lamp for my feet, a light on my path." — Psalm 119:105 NIV

= [t Aligns with Scripture: God’s voice never contradicts His written Word.

o Verse: "For the word of God is alive and active. Sharper than any double-edged sword, it
penetrates even to dividing soul and spirit, joints and marrow; it judges the thoughts and
attitudes of the heart." — Hebrews 4:12 NIV

= The Peace of God: An unexplainable peace in difficult situations indicates God's presence and
direction.

o Verse:"And the peace of God, which transcends all understanding, will guard your hearts
and your minds in Christ Jesus." — Philippians 4:7 NIV

= Opened or Closed Doors: God often moves you through life circumstances and opportunities.

o Verse:"l know your deeds. See, | have placed before you an open door that no one can shut.
| know that you have little strength, yet you have kept my word and have not denied my
name." — Revelation 3:8 NIV

= Through Prayer and Stillness: God often speaks in the quiet, leading to stillness of mind.

o Verse: "After the earthquake came a fire, but the Lord was not in the fire. And after the fire

came a gentle whisper." — 1 Kings 19:12 NIV
= Repeated Messages: Hearing the same message or seeing a theme multiple times can be a
confirmation.

o Verse:" For God does speak now one way, how another though no one perceives it" — Job
33:14 NIV

= Conviction of the Holy Spirit: A prodding to change or repent, leading to a desire to turn toward
God.

o Verse:"Whether you turn to the right or to the left, your ears will hear a voice behind you,

saying, “This is the way; walk in it." — Isaiah 30:21 NIV
=  Godly Counsel: Other believers confirming direction.

o Verse:" For lack of guidance a nation falls, but victory is won through many advisers."

— Proverbs 11:14 NIV
