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1 Corinthians 6:20 NIV - You were bought at a price. Therefore, honor God with your bodies. 
 

The Price Paid: The "cross" represents the "price" Jesus paid to redeem humanity. This makes individuals 
"priceless" because they were bought with His life. 
 

Ground Level: The "foot of the cross", everyone has equal value regardless of their social standing or 
income. 
 

Source of Value: Your true worth is natural and spiritual, rather than based on a bank account balance or 
career success. A true Christian value is not defined by worldly status or financial wealth but by the 
sacrifice of Jesus Christ.  
 

Today’s Message: Your Worth Was Decided at The Cross, Not At the Bank! 
 

In today’s world, society or the world looks at a person’s status based on what they have accomplished 
through education, career, friends, business contacts and things they own.  
 

We often look at people with luxury homes, luxury cars, designer clothes, designer handbags, high-end 
shoes, fancies toys/sunglasses/jewelry, watches, private planes, yachts and huge amounts of money in 
their bank accounts as Worth more than a so-called regular people.  
 

But I come to tell you today that your bank account in the sight of God does not determine your worth. Your 
true worth is determined by your attitude, your character and how you treat others. 
 

Romans 12:3 NIV - For by the grace given me I say to every one of you. Do not think of yourself more highly 
than you ought, but rather think of yourself with sober judgment, in accordance with the faith God has 
distributed to each of you.  
 

Just because people tell you that you are pretty, cute, gorgeous, handsome or fine, doesn’t mean you are 
better or worth more than others. I don’t care how pretty, cute, gorgeous, handsome or fine someone is but 
if they got a stank attitude and poor character, their worth is poor in the sight of God.  
 

The church is bad for this. Just because someone in the church has nicer material things and more money 
than others, we think they are more blessed than those who don’t have. The devil is a lying, and the truth is 
not in him.  
 

As you become more abundance and acquire more things in this world remember “Your Worth Was Decided 
At The Cross, Not At The Bank” and the proper attitude and character determines Your “NET WORTH” in 
God’s sight.  
 
Remember, Love, joy, peace, patience, kindness, goodness, faithfulness, gentleness, self-control, mercy 
and grace decided your Worth at the Cross.
