Appendix A-BARN RULES
This is a private Equine Facility.
After-hours admittance with prior approval by Jessica Only.

Please initial each rule after you have read it.  Thank you!

_____Everyone, including friends and family, MUST have signed a release of liability on entering the property and prior to riding/handling any horses.  Visitors are allowed with permission but please keep them safe and smart around horses. There are copies in the lounge 

_____Boarding fees are due by the 5th of each month.  After the 5th, a $35/week late fee applies. 

_____ You are required to wear an ASTM/SEI Certified Helmet while riding on the property. 

_____Everyone must wear closed toe shoes on the premises.  No sandals or flip flops please!

_____Children under the age of 14 must be accompanied by an adult or guardian and always supervised.  

_____ Alcohol or drugs are not permitted on property.   If you smoke, stay 50 ft away from any structure. No food or drinks or    garbage is allowed in the tack room.  Use the garbage cans provided or the dumpster.

_____No handling of other people’s horses or using other people’s equipment without the owner’s prior approval.  

_____Clean up after yourself, your horse, and their droppings.  Including arenas and wash racks/crosstie areas.

_____Mark your equipment for identification and keep it in your designated space.  Store extra equipment including pads, blankets, and saddles at home.  This is not a storage unit!

_____Absolutely, no dogs allowed. We have our dogs on the property and do not want any conflicts. 

_____Any damage caused by cribbing, kicking, or disrespecting fences is the responsibility of the boarder, and they will be charged for the repairs.  Preventative measures, such as kick chains, crib collars, etc. are required when needed and must be provided by the boarder.  

_____To preserve the arena footing, fix any divots from playing horses and pick up ALL manure.

_____Please be respectful in the arena.  The arena is not reserved but lesson students have priority.  Be Polite and Communicate!   Do not leave horses unattended in the arena ever. 

_____Boarders must notify Jessica immediately if your horse was exposed to a known illness while away from the barn.  

_____Emergencies can occur.  We will make every effort to contact the boarder, but we reserve the right to call in a Vet or Farrier at our discretion at Boarders expense, unless you sign a waiver.

_____Pasture Groups: No moving horses to different pastures without prior approval from management! We work very hard to make sure all the horses enjoy their turnout and are safe.

_____Pasture gates must stay always closed and the electric fence must stay on.  Close the driveway gate if you are the last one leaving if it’s after 6pm.

· Owner-provided supplements given. 
· High quality Timothy/Orchard/Alfalfa or grass hay two times daily 
· Hay in pastures when needed.

· Automatic waterers are cleaned daily. 
· Daily/nightly turn out, weather permitting.
· Blankets/sheets, fly masks, and leg protection on and off. 
· Fly spray applied as needed.

[bookmark: _Hlk150854511]I understand that horses are potentially dangerous animals, and can cause serious injury to me, including permanent injury and/or death, or damage to my property, including my horse.  I understand that any horse, regardless of its training and prior behavior, may act or react unpredictably at any time, and may bolt, spook, rear, buck, bite, kick, fall, strike out, stomp, trample, spin, collide with objects, collide with other horses, step on, over or become entangled in objects, tack, or equipment, or otherwise act in a manner that may cause injury and/or death to me, or damage to my property, including my horse. I understand that horse tack or other horse equipment can break, loosen, or otherwise fail, causing serious injury to me, including permanent injury and/or death, or damage to my property, including my horse.  I understand that the risks outlined in this paragraph and other similar risks are inherent to participation in any "equine activity" as defined by Ohio Revised Code 2305.31.

I understand there are potential hazards at an equine facility, including but not limited to uneven, slippery, or rocky footing, open water, gopher holes, molehills, irrigation equipment, water drainage ditches, hoses, and electric fencing.

I understand that Stable is an "equine activity sponsor" as defined by Ohio Revised Code 2305.31. I understand that horse boarding, riding, training, driving, handling, grooming, riding as a passenger upon an equine, and all activities and services related thereto sponsored by Stable and its owners, employees, and agents each constitute an "equine activity" as defined by ORS § 30.687(2).  I understand that by directly engaging in any such equine activity, I am a "participant" in an equine activity as defined by  
Ohio Revised Code 2305.31.
I agree that my execution of this agreement of release is binding upon me and/or my representative and that Stable and its owners, employees, and agents shall not be liable for my injury and/or death, or damage to my property, including my horse.  I agree to indemnify and hold harmless Stable and its owners, employees, and agents for any and all injuries that I suffer, including death, and damage to my property, including my horse, resulting from or arising out of my participation in any equine activity sponsored by Stable, including but not limited to horse boarding, riding, training, driving, handling, grooming, or riding as a passenger upon an equine.  I agree to indemnify and hold harmless Stable and its owners, employees, and agents for any and all injuries that I suffer, including death, and damage to my property, including my horse, resulting from or arising out of my presence at or use of Stable’s equine facility. This promise of indemnity includes attorneys' fees and costs incurred by Stable, and its owners, employees, and agents, or any of them, in defending against any claims by me, or my personal representative, guardian, or heirs.

I intend this Agreement to be as broad and inclusive as permitted under Ohio law.  I FURTHER INTEND MY SIGNATURE TO BE COMPLETE AND UNCONDITIONAL RELEASE OF ALL LIABILITY TO THE EXTENT PERMITTED UNDER OHIO LAW.  I agree that if any provision of this Agreement is deemed to be unenforceable by a court of appropriate jurisdiction, then the remaining provisions of this Agreement shall remain in full force and effect.
