1 Arrive in Johannesburg and fly to Greater Kruger National Park

Arrive at O.R. Tambo International Airport for your transfer to Federal Air Hangar. The transfer time is approximately 15
minutes. Depart by shared light aircraft flight to the camp airstrip where you will be met and transferred to your
accommodation and overnight. The flying time is approximately one hour.

4 Fly To Cape Winelands

After breakfast, transfer to the airstrip for your private light aircraft flight to Kruger Mpumalanga International Airport.
The flying time is approximately 20 minutes. Fly to Cape Town International Airport on a scheduled flight. Upon arrival
you will be met and transferred to the Winelands and overnight. The transfer time is approximately one hour and 15
minutes.

Forty kilometres to the east of Cape Town, lies generous valleys known as the Cape Winelands. This area is a
collection of historic towns, little hamlets and Cape Dutch farmsteads that produce and provide some of the best wines
in the world. The mountains create an incredible scenic backdrop for a myriad of vines, and also make this area the
best environment for wine making. The Cape Winelands include Drakenstein, Somerset West, Stellenbosch,
Witzenberg and Breede River Valley, and Langeberg winelands. Collectively they are known as the 'pearls' of South
Africa's rural and small towns.
