Our church encourages everyone each year to read the Bible and 
work through Bible questions together. We provide guidance so 
that members can read Scripture daily, and we also share prayer 
topics so that we may pray together. As three months have 
passed, we have already reached the book of Judges. The Word of 
God is always new, no matter how many times we read it. It is 
truly amazing that the inspiration God gives us is different every 
time we open His Word.

During this year’s Passion Week, we will also take time to write 
out the Gospel of John together. Many members participated in 
writing the book of Romans last year, and I hope even more will 
join this year so that writing God’s Word may become another 
moment of deep spiritual inspiration.

Reading, meditating on, studying, writing, applying, and sharing 
Scripture is like a homework assignment given to us. It is like the 
daily food we eat. We might even call it an essential vitamin that 
keeps our souls healthy. Scripture sets the direction of our lives 
and guides us in how we ought to live. It grants us wisdom to 
know what to choose when we face decisions. At times, it points 
out our faults and rebukes our wrongdoings.

Starting this Sunday, we will begin sharing from the book of 
Genesis. God created the world by His Word. His Word alone is 
sufficient. The Gospel of John reveals that this very Word is our 
Lord Jesus Christ.

Among the lesser-known writings, there is a text called the 
Gospel of Thomas. It is considered a collection of sayings of 
Jesus—an anthology of His spoken words. In the Bibles we use 
today, the words of Jesus are printed in red. It feels as though 
this reflects our determination not to miss a single word He spoke. 
It expresses a desire to read and hear even one more word from 
Him.

Each year, more than ten members complete at least one full 
reading of the Bible. This year, I hope more than twenty will 
participate. The Bible is the Word of God. It is the bread of life. I 
look forward to seeing our congregation live as believers who 
center their lives on God’s Word, draw near to it daily, and live by 
the power of that Word.
