“Therefore Theology”

1 Peter 1:13-16
Pastor James Nam

“Therefore” 
Refers to the magnificence of the salvation they have 
received by God’s great mercy through faith in the work of 
Jesus Christ (vv. 3-12).

The indicative of what God had done for us (and in us) 
precedes the imperative of what we are called to do for Him. 

The Mind: 
”Preparing your minds for action”
“gird up the loins of your mind” Be energized for action.
Ref: Luke 12:35-36
“and being sober-minded”
Be clear from distraction. Ref: Luke 12:45

Faithful mind leads to (3):
1) Hope in trial “to be hope fully (completely) grace that will 
be given” - Mind set fully on the hope of God transcends the 
physical state/ suffering they are in.

Hope in trial: Another important mark of a true Christian 
(1Peter 3:15)

2) Obedience in trial “as obedient children”

3) Holiness in trial “do not be conformed to the former, 
ignorant passions, be holy in all your conduct.”
Ref: Romans 12:1-2

*God’s holiness as His complete and full attribute of 
Greatness and Goodness that is foreign to this world (as a 
Creator vs a creation), not just limited to the standards of the 
Law

Because of God’s gift of Salvation and the cost (Jesus 
Christ), may we live with our minds set on God completely 
hoping, obeying, and pursuing holiness.
