High Priestly Prayer
Jesus prayed for the disciples that they would remain in the 
world but not become of the world. (John 17)

Incomplete understanding of ‘Holiness’

God’s calling to be Holy:
- God’s calling us to be holy is a calling to the fullness of 
Himself - fullness in His greatness and fullness of His 
goodness. (v. 16)

Call to be wholly holy (in all your conduct):

God’s calling us to be holy in the fullness of Him, is having a 
new mind (v. 13)

God’s calling us to be holy in the fullness of Him, is leaving 
the passions (desires) and ignorance ways of the former self 
(v. 15)
Ref. Romans 12:1-2; 
Ref. God’s command to Israel to eliminate the Canaanites as
they conquer the promised land (Joshua)

”You were ransomed from the futile ways inherited from
your forefathers” (v. 18)

There is fullness of God’s mercy for those who crawl back to 
to the throne of Grace in repentance. 
Ref. “Discipline” by George Herbert (1593-1633)
