The Apostle’s Creed

5 foundational statements of our faith: 

1) Sola Scriptura (Scripture Alone): is the belief 
that because Scripture is God’s inspired 
Word, it is the only inerrant, sufficient, and 
final authority for the church. (Ps19, 2Tim3, 2Pt1)

2) Solus Christus (Christ Alone): is the assertion 
that Christ alone is the basis on which the 
ungodly are justified in God’s sight. (Jn1, Rm3)

3) Sola Fide (Faith Alone): maintains that the 
believer receives the redemption Christ has 
accomplished only through faith. (2Cor5, Gal2)

4) Sola Gratia (Grace Alone): proclaims that all 
of our salvation, from beginning to end, is 
by grace and grace alone. (Eph1, Rm9, Jn3,6)

5) Soli Deo Gloria (Glory to God Alone): 
Because of these things, we hold fast to the 
phrase soli Deo gloria, that only God 
receives glory for our salvation. (Is43, 1Cor10)

“The Compassion of God”

Hebrews 4:14-5:3

Hebrews 4:14-5:3 (ESV)
4:14 Since then we have a great high priest who has passed 
through the heavens, Jesus, the Son of God, let us hold 
fast our confession. 15 For we do not have a high priest 
who is unable to sympathize with our weaknesses, but one 
who in every respect has been tempted as we are, yet 
without sin. 16 Let us then with confidence draw near to 
the throne of grace, that we may receive mercy and find 
grace to help in time of need.
5:1 For every high priest chosen from among men is 
appointed to act on behalf of men in relation to God, to 
offer gifts and sacrifices for sins. 2 He can deal gently 
with the ignorant and wayward, since he himself is beset 
with weakness. 3 Because of this he is obligated to offer 
sacrifice for his own sins just as he does for those of the 
people.
