“We Must Pray!”

Last week, a senior pastor from New Jersey visited to repair the
mission center in the Navajo area. Every summer, a summer
school ministry is held for the native Navajo children. There are
destructive habits embedded within the native community; young
children are exposed to alcohol, gambling, and promiscuous
culture. Shocked by this reality, a missionary started this summer
school as a cooperative project with our denomination. Driven by
the belief that proper education is essential for these children to
break free from these vicious cycles, they began teaching them
English and math. Of course, this is carried out alongside Bible
studies and various activities. This year, the summer school
location was moved, and the pastor visited to help build
classrooms inside the center.

After finishing the work, he came down a bit early, and we shared
a meal and fellowship together. To be honest, the missionary
serving in the Navajo region is deeply exhausted. Having carried
out this ministry for over a decade, they are greatly discouraged
because they cannot see any signs of change in the people. The
missionary’s passion for the native people is extraordinary, and
their love for them remains unchanged. Nevertheless, the
missionary’s spiritual and physical health is not in a good state.
After our meal, the pastor from New Jersey shared many words of
wisdom with us.

He is a pastor who, even after retirement, continues his ministry
through construction using the talents he possesses. The words
he shared provided a way to overcome weariness and hardship,
not only for the missionary but also for me as 1 navigate
Immigrant ministry.

It is simple. "We must pray," he said, his voice filled with absolute
conviction. He remarked that when you are spiritually and
physically drained, you cannot pray. Your mouth simply won't
open. You can't even bring yourself to think about the need to
pray. Yet, he emphasized that we must pray anyway. "If your
mouth won't open, you should at least recite the Lord's Prayer. Or
even the Apostles' Creed. Prostrating oneself before God is the
fastest path to recovery." On my way back after dropping the
pastor off at the airport, the words that kept echoing in my ears
the entire time were his words: "We must pray."
